i TREA f la vistal™ (Land ho!)
rang out from the masthend in
sea-bitten Sponish a8 the weary-

eved watch called, perhaps at dawn, to the

Lord 1443,

There, low on the horizon, g a faint
Mur—perhaps a night mist, grodgingly
giving way to the Lirth of a promiced
day—a phantom that had time and arin
heought the swelling surge of hope to the
hrave heart of the navigator, only to be
guickly followed by gloom,

But no! As he focused his sea-wise
vision, the faint outhne of terra hirma
slowly took form, and vet agam the ad-

maril’s soul must have thrilled with the
pride of the discovery.

Skirting along the western coast hine
af what might at last be the Golden
Comtinent he songht, Columbus sighted a
widhe, calm bay that promsed shelter, and,
eing in need of replemishing his water
casks, he negotinted a landing with the
ceremony of banner and cross, and then
almost at Once Ccame upon A great spring
of sparkling water flowing from the hills
into the bay, Whereupon he called the
spot Agundilla and the welcome spring,
Ojo de Apua, "Witer's Eye”

Looking farther abiout him for a time
al realizming that once arnin it was but
another unknown isle and not his cher-
ished India, he remistered his thanks for
small favars by bestowmyg the name of
San Juan Bautism oupon the sland and
took possession of it in the name of Spain.

A STIRRING FIGHT AGAINST IGNORANCE

AND DMELASE

Although dollirs and cents, pounds and
tonnage, tell eloquent stories of propress
and prosperity, they leave much to be
tiald concerning the achievements of the
torward-looking people of Porto Rico
during these years under America’s be-
neficent goxdance.

The drive against illiteracy and igno-
rance and the fight against sickness and
death have been marked by trinmphs that
two decndes ago would not have been
thoaght possilile,

When the United States entered Porto
[Rico there was not a single building from
san Juan to Ponce, or from "-.im.ﬂz_u-_.c
to Punta sanbago, devoled exclusively to
school work, and nine-tenths of the chil-
dren of whool ape were without educa-
ttonal advantages. To-day there are
nedarly 2,500 schools 1n the 1sland, and the
number of pupils bas increased more than
sixfold.

With a large percertage of the popula-
tion living in the rural districts and with
an  excessive percentaye  of  illiteracy
among the parents of children living out-
<pde San laan, it has beenh a tremendous
task to establish a sentiment in favor of
education ; but, thanks to a compulsory
education law, a school garden program,
and teacher visits to prarenl hiines, rEthni|'|
progress 18 being mide i fostering such
n sentiment, and nowadays attendance is
not limated by lack of desire upon the part
of parents to have therr children leam,
bt b the inability of the government to
establish schools fast enough to meet the
demianids,

Many pupils have been handicapped in
their stodies by lack of proper nourish-
mient at home, and it not infrequently
happens that children come o school after
having had only a plantan and a cup of
hlack enffee for breskfast, To meet this
sitnation, charitable and reliflous orpani-
zitions provude free school lunches 1n cer-
tain districts,

With its dense populatson,
only one-fogrth of the land hns been
brought under cultivation, and there are
hundreds of thousamnds of acres of pro-
ductive land that miost remam  uncuali-
vated until good roads can reach them
Speed the day !

One of the public officials of the sland
stated recently that he had been unable to
reach his mountain farm for three months,
even the bLridle paths being impassabie,
with the result that his orange crop wis
a total loss and his coffee cotild not be
brought to market, even on pack pomes.

With such a constantly increasing popi-
lation there are always more people need-
ing jolis than there 1s work available

A JUURNEY OF 4,000 MILES #Y HORSE,
NEINDEER, AXD DOG-ESLENGE

To convey an e of the remoteness of
this place from the rest of the world, I
mntst g0 ioin some detasl.  The distanee
from Irkutsk, the Silerian metropalis an
the Trans-Siberian Kailway, to the city
of Yakotsk i5 rechoned at about 2000
milrs. Commonication  between  these
points is maintained port of the way in
strmmer by stearship on the Lena, and in
winder iy harses, The journey requires
from 23 to 30 days, and in wmter one
st teavel on horses day and night.

About the same distunce mwinst be cov-

ered from Yakinsk to Russkoe Ustve. ex-

cept that communication on this stretch

is far more difficnlt. Travel 15 possible
here onlv in winter, whesn ' all the rivers,
marshes, and iunumnmhl_{: lakes af this
region freeze,  In spring, summer, and
autumn this part of the country 158 entirely
et off from the rest of the world by
countless impassable swimps.

I was sent from Yakuisk under the
guatd of s specmlly selected Cossack,
whose husiness it was to see that | dud
nat pscape again.
