1 think he
spoke a mixture of ancient Hebrew and
the Berber tonzue. e wore flowing
garments, like the Moors, but lus outer
cloak was dack-blue instead o1 the Moor-
ish white or brown. O his lead was a
high, brimless, black felt cap. shaped hike
. the red fex worn in mgst Moslem eoun-
tries. ‘This cap was eovered with a strip
of the white mualin which was also wound
abouit his neck.

With us. on the middle seat, sat a
worman traveling alone.  We judged her
to be a Wend of French-Algerian, Tark-
ish, and Berber.  She wore European
clothes, was unveilsd, spoke French, and
spid that her hnstand was o merchant in

dressed alike. Their ekin wns swarthy,
features rather flat, eves smalland brivwn,
They wore black pointed beards, in the
Moslem fashion.
