Modern Research Adds a New Chapter to Uselulness of
the Insect Which Has Symbolized Industry

OES the buze of a bee recall an
D ynfortunate encounter, or 15 1t & re-
minder of sweet music in a blossom-

diecked meadow?

To a beekeeper, and there are some 500,-
000 in the United States alone, no muosic
is more welcome.  Muany laymen, however,
bhave not had the pleasure of having their
hands (n a hive of bees, and to them every
ez is o sipnal of dienger.

Since early Bible times the honeybee has
been a symbol of indusiry, and bhoney a
gimile of plenty, The study of honevbees
amd their remarkable life history has in-
spired philozophers, whose writings are re-
plete with references to them.* But modern
research now enables us to pen a new chiap-
ter aboul them,

In the United States today these bees
yield about 10G.000 tons of marketalble
hemey annually ; but in helping maintuin our
agriculture they are of éven mure impsor-
tance; They may be likened to the enzymes
in our foud, small and mysterious, but

highly essential to our well-being.
EARLY EXPLORERS HROUGHT HEES

The honevbee iz nol -a npative, ‘There
were none in North Amerca when the
Spanish explorers arrived.  Settlers coming

in later itions brought them, and ot
first the Indinns called them the “white
man's fly." Sinee then they have lollowed
man in his migration ahd settlement of
every part of the United States and Camada.

Until recently thede insects’ chief wseful-
ness 1o man was their production of honey
and beeswax—an menn service, since {or
centuries honey wis virtually the enly avail-
able sweet. But now, as pollinating aeenis,
they perform a far more important duty.

It the pioneer stages of American agri-
cultiire, bumblebees and other native pol-
linating insects that fed upon nectar and
pollen were plentiful everywhere, But the
planting of wvazt areas which once were
forests, prairies, and swamps with fields of
grain, orchards, and gardens upset the deli-
cate balance of Nature.

Wide-spread cultivation of single plants
in huge noerenees brought about an abnor-
mnl condition of insect population.  In-
jurious species, wfforded an enormous food
supply, prospered and multiplied until mow
serious inseci pests memwe almost every
important crop.

Insecticldes must be used o protect farm
crops, particularly froits: Unfortunately,
these materials kil nor only harmiul b
beneficial insects.  The toll includes honey-
bees anel other wild bees; s well as the
cificient bumblebess—all the nsects that
carry pollen from ope blesssm (o another.
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Even yet we scarcely realize the depend
ence of many planls upwn insects o effect
péallimnatiom,

The cutting of wood Jots amd the clenn
cultivation of oor fields have added to the
ditbculty of survival of our useful insects
with the result that more and more depend-
placed upon the honeyvhes
that ¢an be

Were it not {or the work of the honeybee,
most of our apple, pear, plum. and cherry
archards woukld lear poor crops; the grow-
ing of certain formge crops would be un
profitable, and the variety and quantity of
our vegetablea would be materially reduced,

HEE CITIZENS OF MANY LANDS

Honey and beeswax are produced over o
wider grographical range than any other
avriciiltural crmop,  There s scarcely -8 coun-
try in which honeybees are not kept. They
inhabit the Tropic and Tempernte ZLones,

they are found in the ﬂE':rrl.-:-T on the moun-
tains. in the plains, and in swamps, and as
far north as Alaski.

Seattered over the world are several dis-
tinct races, such as the ltalinn, Chrni-
olan, Caucasian (Color Plate YVII), and
Cyprinn. Al races, everywhere, react i
almost the same manner, A skillful bee-
keeper can suceeed in Australin as well as
i Ohio, provided be keeps an eve to the
weather and studies the local floei.

If honeyhess are properly handled, there
s no more dineer in caring for them than
in raising chickens. However, the beliel
that bees learn Lo know their master and
will not sting him s without (oundation.

Dhuring the active season the average life
of o bee 4 six weeks, The first two weeks
nre lived abmost exclusively within the hive
{ Plites 11 and V1), but thereafter the beds
piss most of the daylight hours in the
fields when the weather is good, in search
of pollen and nectar.  Since the beekeeper
rarely opens the hive more thah once a
week, there is little opportunity for the bees
to become acquainted with their ownet,

Some persans are so constituted that one
‘sting may prove highly dangerous to them
and require fmmediate medical sttention,
hut these cases are rare.  Although It may
not be dangeroos to most persons, a bee
stimg on the evelid, the lip, or the face does
not enhance o person’s beauty.

THE WENDING TLIOMT OF A UEEN

Dring the active season, a normel col-
ony contains one queen, & fully developsed
female ;. thousands of unreproductive worker
bees, which are females only partly devel-
oped : and several hundred drones, or male
bees (Plate 113, The queen is endowed
with great powers of repeoduction, since she
can even produce male progeny without
mating, Liut she cannot prodoce female bees,
workers or gueens, without going. through
the marriage ceremony, Thuos, the maligned
drone is indispensable to the completion of
the immprtal cyele of the honeybee,

A moment after mating, the drone dies
and the newly mated queen at once becomes
o widow. But this one mating enibles the
queen for the rest of her lile, three or four
veurs, to perform ber maternal duties,

A few days after returnming to the hive,
she begins egz loving, slowly st first; but
ut the height of ber career she may lay as
many a< 1,500 ¢ggs a day and maintam
this rate for days at a time (Flate 1115,

She lays two kinds of eggs,  One kind is
unfertilized and hatches into a drone. or
mile bee. Muating has oo influence upon this
part of her family. Her sons are not the
soms of her mate or husband, and are con-
secquently fatherless, bot they can claim a
grandfather,

The other type of ego is fertilized by the
queen with a male cell, of which she retains
an almost unlimited number in a special
organ of her body., The fertilized epg
hatches into a female bee, usually a worker,

Thus both workers, or neuter bees, anid
gieens come from the same Kind of egg.
Yet the two show murked differences. The
fueen has the function of reproduction; the
worker bee has not. The queen bee pos-
sesses teeth on her mandibles, or jaws; the
wotker beée has snooth faws,  The worker
bee has pollen baskets (Plate V) | the queen
lacks them. The worker bee has o straight,
harbed, unretractable sting: the queen has
n ocurved, smooth sting.  The worker bes
loses its life after stinging, but the gieen
does pot. [ Plate IV).

A worker bee takes 21 days to develop
fronm the eae to the adolt, while a queen,
who is:much larger, requires only 13 or
16 davs. The colony itself has the power
af determining whether a fertilized ege shall
develop 1nto a gqueen o 4 worker bee,

During its normal existepce, only one
jieen {5 necesary o maintain the popula.
tion of o colony.  Unlike the worker bee,
who lives but six weeks; the queen may live
twin, three, or more years, but eventually
shet nlsn hecomes old nnd decrepat. Then n
mew fueen maust be raised to carry on the
life of the coluny.

From the endless
flight of bees at the en-
trance of the hive, i
would appear that
most of the energy of
the colony is comstmed
in the tather hazardous
task of gathening nec-
tar, pollen, and water
( Plate IV). However,
the work done by the
corps of yvoung beées ap-
proximates that of the
held bees, since every
conceivable task within
the hive must be per-
formed by the bees nol
yel old enough to fly.

The hum of industry
within the hive con-
Linues throughoat the
24 hours. Before the
gueen lavs, each cell
which is to receive an
e must be cleaned
and polished until
shines, Since she lnyz 1,500 epwes-n day,
and L requiires three days for the esz to
hatch, there may be as many as 4,500 egrs
mn the hive to be cared for at one time. The
number varies with the season.

[Tpon hatching, the voung bee i3 a foot-
less and blind larea and as sach goes
throngh an intensive feeding period of six
davs ( Plate 1T). Thu=s the nurse bess are
taking oare of six different sets of larve,
each age group requiring special care and
food. Within six days a larva will increaze
in weight as much as 1,500 times and there-
fore it requires constant feeding. After the
sixth day the larva is given no more food;

A\ SHORT AND BUBY LIFE

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The next duty is that of gathermg pol-
len and, fimally, nectar, In an emergency
the field Dees can resume nursery duties
again, but when a bhee becomes old enough
to work in the field it usually dies in its
hoots, literally working itseli to death.

A newly emerged bee is covered with
fiufiy polden hair, After four wecks in the
field it is darker, much of the hair has been
worn from its body, and its wings are
tattered and torn (Plate VI1), Eventually
it will no longer be able to susthin itzell
in: flight, Thus its lile span is: messured
largely by the amount of work done.  The
bees reared Inte in the fall, when there is
little or no work to be done in the felds,
Hve all winter,

Whenever plints are in bloassom and it
15 warm enough {for the bees to fly, they
goo forth at daybreak and continue until
nightfall, or until it becomes too cold or
rainy to work. Drop by drop the nectar
comes into the hive. The storage of more
food than the colony can consume for its
own needs scems an incredible task, yet
i a favorahle locality strong colonies have
brought in as many as 25 pounds of nectar
in a day.

A steady stream at the entmnce con-
tinues day after day, the bees going several
miles. and returning unerringly to their
hiimes.  Bees have flown #icht and a half
miles away from the hive in search of food,
although usually they forage within 4 mile
of two of the hive, going no farther than
NECESSATy.

A SINCLE-TRACK INSTINTT

In gathering nectar and pollen, the bees
s not fly aimlessly, as butlerflies do, from
one species of flower to another. 11 o bee
sturts working on dandelions, for example, it
will continve throughout the trip o visit
ofily dandelion blossoms, and in all likeli-
heod 1t will comtinue working on dandelions
ns long as it can obtain a modicum of nectar
or pollen. Another bee (rom the same colony
may concentrate on apple blofsoms, in
which case it carefully avoids the blissoms
of pear trees or other varieties. Tt may
even have to fly over acres of dandelion-
studded meadows before reaching another
apple tree, but its instinct keeps it to a
single track.

Such constancy mnkes the bee a depend-
able pollinizing agent. I it collected in-
discriminately from the flowerz, its work
would be less effective (see text, page 402).
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The pollen of the apple would not benefit
the Blossom of the pear, and viee versa
Changes in atmospheric conditions, or in
the plants themselves, may cause n whole-
sdle change in the work schedule.

some¢ plants secréte nectar only a few
hours o day, while other plants may con-
tinne throughout the day; and, since bees
wisely seek the richest source of nectar,
they may suddenly desert one plant for an-
other that proves more tempting. The
richness of this sparkling drop of nectur,
which the blossom offers to the bee in ex-
change [or the pollen from another blos-
som, causes the bee to accept the highest
bidlder.

Although bees invariably effect pollina-
tion in the hlossoms from which they obtain
either nectar or pollen, the latter is so in-
dispenzable to the welfare of the colony
that the bees are compelled to visit count-
less numbers of flowers which secrete litle
ar no nectar but which do furnish them with
pollen. Thus the bees pollinize numerous
varieties of plants.

WHY A BLOSSOM “WEARS'" PERFUME

The worker bee is particularly adapted
to gather pollen. Almost every part of jts
pody is covered with haic (Plate V). Many
af the hairs are long, lacy, and branched:
spikelike hairs even grow between  the
facets of its compound eyes (page 426).
When a bee alights on a flower that has
abundant pollen, the pollen grains become
entangled in its numetous hairs, and in
gathering a Joad to carry back to the hive,
the bee brushes over the stigma of the blos-
som, inidvertently transfercing to ils sticky
surface grains of pallen.  For this act the
blossom lives and offers its alluring per-
fume and enticing nectar,

Shortly after pollination is effected, the
blossom wilts. After thoroughly covering
itseli with pollen, the bee hivers above the
flower for several seconds, combing the
pollen from itsell amd packing it securely
i the two pollen baskets on its hind legs
(Plate V). Thus it can carey two pellets,
pach almost as large os its e,

pellets of pollen. There a voung bee, with
its head, rams the pollen into 3 compact
ciake into the bottom of the cell, Pollen is
not mixed with honey.

The pollen furnishes the fat and protein
in the diet of the honevbee, while the nectar
supplies the carbohydrate: The adult bee
can susthin itsell on a pure carbohy-
drate diet, bot the developing bees must
lave the other two ingredients.  Pollen

*bee hiread.”

She usudly
chooses a clear, wirm, quiet day because
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her honeymoon is short, and she must make
the most of i, Only when she leaves the
hive with a swarm, probably a year hence,
will she have another occasion o iy,

Mating always takes place on the wing,
and if conditions nre such that the gueen
cannot. fiy she will die a wvirgin, The
strompest drone is her mate, for the queen
is a good flyer, and the weak are thus elim-
inated in this wise provision to maintain
the strength and vigor of the race.

Before the gueen Tas had time o e
turn to the hive after the mating flight, the
drone will have fallen to the earth dead.
There is an old saying that the drone no
sooner becomes o hushand than he is a
corpse, and the queen no ooner a bride
than a witlow.

Because of her specialized duties and the
fact that she doss nol engage in outshle
work mnd is mot subject 1o the hazards of
weather and epemies that might prey upon
her, the queen may live to the ripe ald age
of three or four years, When she becomes
tony, o, or when she can no limger pro-
duce queen gl worker bees, or if she be-
comes accidentally crippled, the bees will
ridse another gueen to replace hee and for
a while both mother and daughter may
work side by side in the hive. But this
areangement does ol last long.  The old
aueen will shortly disappenr,

If she were being handled by
her keeper and attempted to free herseli
by stinging him, he might instinatively re-
taliate by crushing her frail body,  Should
he do -sn, it would jeopardize the future
life of the colony, especially if thire were
no larve in the lhive from which a sue-
cesmor could be raised, For her peotection,
therefore, she depends upon her own diugh-
ters or sister workers, who far outnumber
her and whose sacrifice &5 not =0 fatal to
the well-being of the colony.

The drone usunlly is regieded as a
individual, but, after all, he 5 the father
and i% entitled to certain respect.  He
vathers no food, gor does he Belp defend
the family; he has no tools 1o collect
sweels nor has he o sting to defend even
himself, Dhuring his briel existence, how-
ever, he has certain privileges not ac-
torided his sisters.

Every colomy has a distinctive family
odor, different from that of every other
colony. 1i a sirange bee attempis (o enter
i hive, the guirds at the entrance detect its
afien odor and drive #t away (Plate I).
When o colony is divided into two parts,
the parts placed in separate hives amd given
queens thut ure sisters, thi bees in each half
develop different odors.  Within a week's
time they become total strangers toe each
aother. Were the halves united again, the
bees would disregard the existence of any
relatiomship.

It sometimes happens that o beekeeper
unites two or more colonies, whith sepa-
rately are too weak to produce o crop or
to survivie a hard winter, The usanl methord
is to place one hive on top of the other,
inserting a sheet of newspaper between
them. The bees from both sides gnaw
small holes in the paper and, in doing s,
they “rub neses,” but the holes ot first are
not large enough for the begs on either
side to engage in combat, The apertures
permit the mingling of the odors of the two
units, so that by the time the holes are
large encugh for the bees to pass throngh,
the two parts have an identical odor. Thus
uniom 1akes place pencefully.

CEOROINATION OF A NEW QUEER

If it becomes necessary (o place a4 new
quien in a colony, it is essential that she
be properly “introduced.”  The old queen
s removed at least an hour before the new-
comer is “presented.”  In this interval the
colony discovers that it s gueenless and
it may start copstructing new queen cells,

Even though the colony desires a gqueen,
it would not do to relesse the v r, be-
cause her strange odor would dantasgonize
the bees and endanger her life,  She i
placed in & wire cage to protect her Trom
aazanlts, Although her new subjects would
kill her were she suddenly released, they
fieen] her by inserting their tongues throogh
the meshes of the wire.

After the gueen remains in this cige
for two or thres dovs, she will have lost
much of the odor of her former hive and
acquired that of her new abode.  Even then
her actunl release must be accomplished
quietly anil without excitement.  Her cage
is provided with o plug of soft candy. Two
or three doys are reguired for the bees to
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tinnel through, Meantime the adors have
mingletd, and the queen can walk out on
the combs of ber new home without undue
risk.

Honevbess help perpetiste: their race by
their insatinble desire 1o pather nectar.
Unlike bumblebees, hormets, yellow jackets,
wiil wisps, honeyhbees cannot live from hand
to mouth, ‘They miust store enough Tood
during the summer to keep the colony alive
throughout the winter.  Of the four other
insects just mentioned, all the incividoals
in ench colony die ot the approach of winter
except the young mated queens; and these
simply crawl into, protected  places where
they hibernate.  During this period they
reciurre o food.

At the end of the swarming season, which
coincides with the height of the bireeding
seasory, the queen layvs fewer and fewer eggs
until inll. when the rearing of the brood
entirely ceases.  Cold wexther has over-
taken the colony by this time, Imposing
changes in its orgomization (o cope with
low temperatures.  Individual honeybees
die of ohill at temperatures well above
frecxing; in fuct, they seldom fly when the
temnperature  i= lower than 43 degreess
Fahrenheil. Henee the colony must main-
tain a lifesustaining temperature when the
thermometer dips to 2éro or lower.

BECULATING WIKTER TEMPERATTRE

Diuring: the active season the bees spread
over the entire interior of the hive: when
winter comes, they gather in a spherical,
compact cluster with the queen in the cen-
ter. Those on the outside wre cobwded in
a sort of insulating sheil to prevent escape
of heat. Those on the insile are in looser
formation. Those in the center carry on
muscolar activity, which generates suif-
vlent heat to keep the hees from chilling,

The bees dio not permit the periphery of
the cluster to fall below 37 degrees Fahren-
heit: thus the colder the outside tenpern-
ture becomes, the more muscolar activity
they must perform to nmintain warmth,

The average colony consumes from 30 Lo
30 pounils of homey during the winter and
early spring, the quantity depending upon
its strenglh, prevailing temperatures, aml
the condition of the hive. A thouchtiiul bee-
keeper packs his colunies in sawidost or
other insulating material (see page 4133, or
places the bees in a properly constrocted
cellar during winter, Thius he decreases
the consumption of honey and prevents the
bees from aging too rapidly, insuring them
sufficient vitality in the spring (o réenew
brood-rearing. ootivities.

The U. 5 Department of Asriculture
estimates that there dgre approximately
4,630,000 honeybee colonies in the United
states.  This number will reguere aliout 163
mitllion pounds of honey for s own con-
sumption during winter; and, to carry on
brood rearing and haney production during
the active season, will need double this
amount.  Thus honeybees in this country
gather some 300 million pounds of honey
o maintain themselves during the year,

without a drop being available to place on
uiar tables.

The marketable crop of honey in the
United States varies widely from year to
year, but & fuir average 18 about 200
million pounds, making a4 grand total of
approximately 700 million pounds credited
to the lnbor of this insect, 1t has been
estimated that if a =single worker bee could
gather enough nectar to make one pound
of honey, she would have to work every
day in the year for more than eight vears,
and in doing so she would travel approxi-
mately three times around the carth.

BEEKFEEFITNG COMMLUNITY

These astounding fgures indicate the
tremendous benefit honevhees render to our
agriculture. To guther so muoch honey,
they must visit myriads of plants in which
pallimation s effected. Therelore it can
be understood why honeyvbees are of infi-
nitely greater value to the community in
which they are kept, in producing crops of

Perhaps the most concentrited honey-
producing saction in the United States is
that surrounding the Great Lakes, where
the white Dutch clover, the common variety
that grows so abundontly on our lawns,
reaches the peak of perfection. There the
bees also produce a surplus from alsike
clover, sweel clover, basswood, buckwheat,
and occasionid crops from raspberry and
milkweed.

Another rich aren = on the Pacific coast.
where the beavily scented orange groves
furnish thowsands of pounds of highly fla-
vored honey. The foothills of California
supply sparkling sage honey and a bountiful
guoths of alfalfa honey comes an nully from
the Imperial Valloy,

The whitest honey of all, often water-
while, is produced from the fireweed, which
grows I the hurpt-over forests of Wash-
ington and Oregon. The Intermountain
Sates send to our eastern and {oreien
markets carloads of alinlin and sweet-clover
homey, heavy and favorous. The Dakotas
and the surrounding States rank hieh in
large crops.  There 100 pounds g colony
from sweet clover (Plate VIT1) and alfalfa

i5 not unuswl, and crops of 200 to 250
pounds to the colony are fregquent in favor-
ahle seasons,

Many Kinds of honey plints occur in
the Southern Stales, where the honeys run
the gauntlet of the color scale. Usually
the honeys from, the South arve dark, spicy,
and hghly fHavored.

Probably no other food s produced over o
widler area than honey. Wheat, corn, milk,
and polatoes are almost universal, vet their
production 15 restricted to areas having cer-
tiin =ofl and climatic comlitions, whereas
the mountains, the swamps, the deseris, the
wind-swept plains, and the Tropics all add
ther quotas of honey,

Surely no other food has such romantic
associations. Fvery drop of honey has jts
origin im the bosom of a delicate Nower,
where it has been exposed to the rayvs of
the summer sun and bathed with the morn-
ing dew.  You have only to close your eyes
and picture fields of clover, and Gl vour
lungs with the perfumed air from myriad
nodding bloesoms; or in memory to walk
again throogh scented ormnge Erooves Lo
realize the origin of this incomparable food.

True, there are
witsps at the feast, but 1 should he forgiven
i 1 ignore pests, wasps that sting, slops that
disgusl, earwigs with scuttling wiys.

These districts not too far from Londan
combain an entrancing variely of old styles,

Yet it is 1o be remembered that the house
ol charved mteriors and scrolled gables is a
specially of Kent; the thatched roof hides
beside the roads of Hamypishire's New For-
est; the cottnge of light-gray stone makes
glad the villages of the Cotswolds; amd the
Crecrgian, or rather 18th-century  houses,
scatter their elegant lines in all parts of the
lond. Timber and plaster houses tempt one
almost everywhere with their Tudor charm.

I 1 had & proper car, [ would wheel it
off Southampton docks pointed westward.
There lies the witching wood of the New
Forest, where fine leafage piles delicately up
and up against the sky, and where the romd
slips softly into mossy turf of gréen, sun-
spungled.

Ahead lies ane of the richest of all dis-
trwcks for those who hunt the ideal house,
the hills of the Cotswolds.

Then the car would search elsewhere, in
Gloucesteérshire, {or instance, for there ore
stone houses there a5 well. But London is
getting far away, Tudor houses built in
the 1580 to 1690 are enthroned in the
heart as an ideal. but T should make the
car flv down to Sussex and kent, that brave
old country used by adventurers as dock
room, a lnnding place for Romans and for
Norman William and his hordes of hghters,

They dig up nowadays the walls of
Roman villies and the mosaic floors of baths.
(Md fortresses and castles of the Normins
still stund down there along the coast and
in the hop lands.

But 1 shiould hunt it the old farms, and
the ancient houses of villages, They have a
beauty all their own, with their bricks
turned to pink and softened brown,  Many
have an end gable of stone fashioned in the
grand curves which fascinatingly recall the
Walloons who brought with them their own
traditions of art when driven to England by
religions persecutions, Those curvilinear
gables have, too, a Spanish fluvor, a late
Renafssance caper of free-drawn curves,
History? How dull it can be! But how it
makes the mind Jeap eagerly from post to
post on the backward trail to find the start-
ing place of old house designs.

Fascinating interiors thozse Walloon cloth
weavers constructed to make the homes of
their exile resemble those they had left.

The over-
hanging second story s a fantastic denial of
architecture’s law of the large base. But
the charm, the unending churm of this
quaint dwelling! Ellen Terry lived in such
a house pear Tenterden, in Kent. They are
everywhere, all over England. Decidedly
we should have one. Are they not full ol
Shakespeare lore and thoroughly reminis-
cent aof his tmes?

Next my car should on a different
quest, Tt should take me to Jook at all the
old brick warden walls in England. And
this beczuse they alwnys concenl a treasure,
and my car and [ are on a tredsure hunt.

NEHIND SOME CGARDEN WALLS

These walls that rise from the edge of lone
country roads crack like & whip at the mind
to waken it. A monotonous line of dull
gray lirick they may be to him who never
penetrates beyond, but what Is seen on the
ingide is what has value. A mile of wall on
the highway means that on the other side
of it is the great park of a wide estate. It
keeps up the old tradition of the medieval
cistle,

But it is the high brick wall of the small
house that brings out a rosh of curiosity.
Is the house 2o valuable, is the family <o
exclusive, that all the world should be shut
out?  Noj; the purpose of such a wall is that
life may be led outdoors with the same [eel-
ing of intimacy as pervades Jife in the house.
In this way, the garden may become one
with the house and furnish extra rooms of
living green lawns, Howers, and shrubbery,

These rooms are for showing the delights
of being alive. In them the children play
all day, making a castle in the green depths
of an old lamel, The youngsters play
ardent sels of tennis, the servants form o
refreshment room with tables and chairs for
cool drinks and never-failing tea,

And the wall itzeli! On the outside it

shows a dull and dusty face, but on the

inside it is an adjunct to paradise.  Tvy pos-
secsos it beside a flower hed, making a rich
drop curtain before which the Howers raise
proud spires of color.  Birds, too, nest theres,
the tiny English robin that hops into your

WONDERS OF THE NEW WASHINGTON

Efficient Modern Structures Rise in the Biggest Gov-
ernment Building Program Since the Capital
City Was Founded in a Wilderness

a mile above the Potomac we gazed
down upon the new Washington,

As always, the simple grandear of the
White House, the Capitol, the Lincoln
Memorial, and the towering Washington
Monument, now freshly washed with soap
nnd water, drew the eve and made the
heart beat faster.

Diown from Capitol Hill, past a shining
new House Oifice Building lately reared
heside the first one, the trall of the new
Washington leads to Pennsylvania Avenue.

In some of its now vanished buoildings—
masses of rubble and ruined walls then—the
first bricks flew in the “bonus army™ riots
of 1932,

Haliway along "The Avenue,” between
the Capitol and White House, there
stretched off to the left in the carly days
of the city a dreary swamp where Washing-
tonians were wont to shoot “reedbirds.”

A 1R-TON STONE MARKES A CLADTATOR

Every piece of stone in the structure was
chosen and loid with the idea of perma-
nency. The base is granite from West
Chelmsford, Massachusetts. For the super-
structure an entire new bed of lmestone
was opened at Bediord, Indiana. The larg-
e3t and finest stones ever quarried in this
country were sought,

Two giant blocks weighing 120 1ons
apiece were hewn from Indiana'’s limestone
hills. But they could not be shipped—not
without enlarging railroad tunnels and
strengthening  bridges all the way from
Bediord to Woashington., Forthwith the
=eulptors went out to Indinna, and roughed
the chunks down from 120 to 4 mere 90
toms.

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On entering this Archives Building, all
documents will be fumigated, not so much
to gusrd agminst disease perms as to end
the activities of bookworms and their ilk
which might eat through priceless pages.

Exactly what are the archives which will
he stored here? The official answer has not
yel been given.

The two prime United States documents,
the Declaration of Independence and the
Constitution, repose in carefully guarded
cases in the Library of Congress. In vari-
ous buildings are numerous other records.

‘pppT . . . IIKE .. . LOTUS PLOWERS"

For instance, there Is a letter that came
from the Court of Burma in 1836, seeking a
treaty of amity and commerce, That effu-
sion, encased in the carved and hollowed
tesk of an elephant, says:

“We, who are the Ministers and Generals
of the King of Burma, the Overlord of all
the kings of the Orient, the most Poweriul
Sun-rising King, the Lord of Saddan Ele-
phant King, the Lord of Many White Ele-
phants, and the Great Righteous Ruler; and
we who are doing homage to the King by
bowing our heads to his Golden Feet which
are like the Paduma lotus ilowers, write
this letter to the President and Ministers
who are the rulers of both Washington and
the countries of the West.™

One can imagine President Lincoln’s on-
joyment of a letter in which the King of
Siam offered o stock the United States with
elephants to roam In its “jungles” and serve
as o source of beasts of burden. All the
United States had 1o do was to send a steam-
ship and the King would provide the cargo
of young males and femules, he explained,
giving grave directons for the care and
feeding of clephants en vovage.

With careful courtesy and apparently a
strafght face, Mr. Lincoln replied that his
country's: political jurisdiction “does not
reach a latitude so low as to favor the mul-
tiplication of the elephant, and steam on
land as well as on water has been our best
andd most efficient agent of transportation
in internal commerce,"

The roynl elephant offer bad been dis-
patched by the “Blessing of the Highest
Super-Agency of the Whole Universe, the
King of Siam, the Sovereign of all Interior
Tributary Countries Adjacent and Around
in Every Direction,”" but the American
President =igned himsell simply, “Your
goad friend, Abraham Lincoln."

Mast speclacular and interesting of all
the activities housed in the Justice Depart-

“Let's see if we can get a permit to see
the files where they keep the fingerprinta, or
look at Dillinger's bulletproof vest.”

With such comment, sight-seers already
are finding thelr way in numbers to the
first permanent home that the Justice De-
partment has had since 1S organization.
Their desires can be fulfilled, though few
recognize the crack Government agents
known through the country as "G men—
who are accomplishing the most against
crime. A small, guiet man they may pass
in the hall has I-'.iﬂl::l three criminals in pun
fights and zeat everal notorious swindlers
to prison.

Un view here are some of the unbeliey-
ably murderous weapons desperadoes use,

“With this machine gun you could stand
an the steps of the Treasury and shoot right
through the engine block of an @uto on
Capitol Hill,” an agent told me.

Cine deadly exhibit is a 20-gauge double-
barmeled sholgun which its g I OWDner
sawed off and fitted with a pistol grip.  Fired
at clese range, it could-hardly mis.

Up ut the top of the building are the
millions of fingerprints with which Uncle
Siam can tell a criminal things about his life
thit he may have forgotten himself. Many
w desperate public enemy has tried to erase
the tiny telltale ridges ancd whorls from his
fingertips with knife or acid. But they al-
ways grow back just the same.

In a constant stream from police and
prisans all over the country come sets of
fingerprints, at the rate of 2,500 a day.
Every time one is filed, o little light fashes,
ard it is blinking constantly.

A few moments of quick, deft work, and
the owner of the prints is identified abao-

CRIME FOUGHT
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lutely if he has a criminal record; and 47
per cent of them have! These experts don't
even look at the name the fAngerprinted
man may have given. Men and nemes may
lie, but fingerprints never!

Machinery does its part. ‘There i a
bank robbery. A scared teller sees that
one man is of medium height, rather dapper,
with a small mustache and a scar at the
right side of his mouth, The Department
has a special file of 10,000 public enemiss—
bank robbers, kidnapers, murderers.  Fach
card includes a coded description.  These
can be fed through an electric searching
machine, set to eliminate the thin men, fat
min, chiort men, tall men, and to pir’ﬁ: out
the ones with scars. ﬁﬂ “mechinical de-
tective” may produce 20 or so, and from the
pictures of these men on file the teller is
able to select the one be saw,

I leafed through a voluminous mickname
file: Ace in the Hole, Johnny Dingdong,
Butterfat, Cross-Town Slim, Crookie, Aus-
trallan Jimmy, Baby Face (there were sev-
eral of them), Bad Egg. These sre numes
that have stuck in underworld channels,

Suppose you are kidoaped and hear one
of your captors say, “Look here, Pretiy
Boy." With that nickonme and this file,
the “G" men can accomplish wonders,

There nre samples here of the typewriting
of every make of machine in the world,
even those in forelgn languages, including
the Arabic. There are well-equipped labo-
ratories; files of paper watermarks, hand-
writing, and even tire treads,

In the pew building this important Fed-
eral Bureau has elbow room. In the old
rented quarters men searching the files used
to bump their heads against the ceiling,

TAXES HEFLACE STEAMFED DYSTEES

Across the street from Justice stands the
Government's immense house of taxation,
home of the Bureau of Internmal Revenue,
It was the first of all the Triangle buildings
to be occupied, but it is the last to be
finished, because it is gtill growing.

Already the building is so0 big that it
has to have charts in the entrance lobby
to give vigitors their bearings, When com-
pleted, it will rival the enormous Commerce
Building in size.

On the site of the new wing stood Har-
vey's, sacred to the steamed oyster which
Wils i to have been “invented™ here,

To the original Harvey's Oyster House, once
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a blacksmith shop, President Lincoln and
his wife came with other dignitaries to sam-
ple the novel delicacy. General Grant had
i favorite seat in the Harvey's Restaurant
that replaced it in 1866, and ather (amous
patrons included Presidents Garheld., Ar-
thur, Roosevelt, and Taft.

Here also once stood the Capital's first
playhouse, the Washington Theater, Luter

a dancing academy and assembly hall where
several ante-bellum presidents held inau-
guration balls. A visitor to Washington in
1846 recorded: that it a public ball here at
Carusi's be “saw the waltz intredluced into
society for the firat time,™

Une day in 1339 Postmaster General
Joseph Haolt, scribbling a routine Govern-
ment, repart, dipped his pen in the purple
rhetaric of his time and wrole:

“The Post Office Department, in its
ceaseless labors, pervades every channe] of
commerce and every theatre of human en-
lerprise, and while visiting, as B does
kindly, every fireside, mingles with the
]ﬂln:hhi.ngﬁ of almost every heart in the
anii.

“In the amplitude of its beneficence it
miristers to all climes, and creeds, and pur-
suits, with the same engzer readiness and
with equal fullness of hdelity. Tt is the
delicate ¢ar trump through which alike na-
tinns and Tamilies and isolated individuals
whisper their joys and their sorrows, their
convictions and their sympathies, to all whe
listen for their coming.

Eittle did he dream that the words would
be cirved in stone around the arcade of o
monumental Post Office Department Build-
ing. Yet there they are, fanked by inscrip-
tins noting the growth of the Pn.:rstnl Service
from “Colonial Post 1691" and *Continental
Post Oftice 1775 t0 “Air Mail 1918,

If so they will
find a bewildering array of information and
objects, including the Hible, the Constitu-
tion of the United States, the American flag,
Washington newspapers, and a medallion

YOUNG LANOR AND COLOSSAL COMMERCE
Along Constitution Avenue for two whole

blocks sweeps the columned front of the
Interstate Commerce Commission, central
connecting wing, and Labor Department,
their ornate lghting fixtures slittering with
gold leaf (illustration, page 452).

At the lofty cream and gold auvditorium
in the center, workmen were adding the
final touches when I wulked through.

Labor, the youngest Department, was just
maoving in (rom it rented quarters. Hung
on the apick-and-span corridor walls were
vivid Public Works of Art Project pictures
—hands grappling with machinery as if to
keep insensate cogs and wheels from throw-
ing flesh and blood out of work; tenement
streets and railrond yards; workingmen
with the dignity of seli-respecting labor.

Across the street in the building that is
the colossus of them all, 1 called ppon Com-
merce, that enormons modern Government
Department whose servants count the Na-
ton's noses, gpo down into steamehip boilers
and up among the air lines, guard liners
from fcebergs, map the ovean foor around
our ¢oasts and keep the beacons Burming,
witch over fish and Alasks seals, record the
trimmphs of inventive genius, belp extend
the romance of modern trade and preserve
its standards.

Its massive home forms the hase of the
Triangle (pages 482-3). To build it took
2000 carloads of Indiana limestone, 150
carloads of Connecticut granite mifled in
Massachusetts, 1,400 tons of Missouri and

States Government included new ways of
making candles; flour and meal: type for
printing—and an improvement in distilling.

SOFT=-COAL SMkE [§ DRY-ULEANED

In my wanderings over the new Wash-
ington, T thought it <trunge that 1 found no
furnnces, Then 1 learned that most of these
buildings, incleding the White House and
the mighty Triangle structures, have their
vwn private sun—the new Central Heating
Plant, It steame-heats 71 buildings with a
pross floor area of 380 acres,

There were no belching black clouds of
smoke in sight as 1 approached that hand-
gome structure of bull brick and Timestone
on one of the winter's coldest days.  Oul
of the wide but low smokestacks drifted
inctead a Heght vaper which looked like
atedurt, for the saft-cop] smoke i literally

dry-cleaned by electricity. Bushele of oot
and cipders are precipitated and removed.
An earlier plan to wash the smoke with
water was discarded lest a resulting acid eat
the roofs off nelghboring hotses (page 4857,

In a room fhlled with huge gray-painted
masses of nvetal, pipes, and gauges, a hand-
ful of men moved quietly about. There was
abgolutely no dust, heat, or hurry ; yet here
at the rate of 27 tons an hour coal was
pouring into the furnnces of six boilers five
stories high (see page 455).

LOOKING INTO AN INFERNO

Out throueh more than theee miles of
tunnels, along which o Primo Carnera might
willk erect, poured enough steam to do
credit to 4 small voloine—steam at 200
poutkle pressure (o the square inch, fowing
through some |4 miles of pipes to warm the
P'resident and thousands of Governmen!

60 tons of coal
blazed in furious conflagratiom,  Through
that red, shimmering interior rushed o tor-
nado generated by high-powered fans blow-
ing air in at the bottom and sucking it out
from the top,  Wind-swept flames leaped

One man plus mochinery stokes all these
huge and hungry boilers, and jéts of water
uniler fire-hose pressure take out the ashes
The powerful streams wash them off the
bottom of the fire and shuice them into a pit
where roaring, grombling machines grind
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them up, clinkers and all, About 14 trock-
loads a day are hauled away to city parks
for cinder paths, walks, nnd flL

(o n single cold day, some G600 tons of
coal are swillowed up in this miraculous
plant and transformed into heat and com-
fort for Government workers over down-
town Washington.

“¥Fou could step into this tunnel and
walk all the way to the Treasury Building,™
saicl the engineer o3 we entered an elec-
trically lighted passagewny with 18-inch
conduits and smaller pipes along the sides.

I was bound for the Treasury and this
was the shortest route, so 1 set off through
the warm tunnel, first shedding my coat, A
workman was sent along, “just in case.” As
we walked, the tempernture ranged all the
way from the freszing point near the exits
to 140 degrees Fahrenbeit i the hot spots,
From my guide I learned that the conduits
are in 100-foot sections which are about
three inches longer when hot than when cold.
Clever joints take up the slack and prevent
the edeape of steam which would wipe aut
every bit of life in the tunnpel.

PFOJSON GAS

In a court inside the massive gray walls
of the stately old Treasury Department, |
found another interesting bit of the new
Washington. There Uncle Sam has hulit
himself a sigantic concrete, steel, and cast-
iron stronghox,  ingenionsly  saleguarded
against attack by mob, master criminul, or
even high-explosive air bombs.

Six and a half billion dollars in paper
mioney was stored there when 1 was allowed
to enter, the fabulous treasure stacked about
in plain paper-wrapped packages like so
much writing paper.

An ambitious burglar undertaking to tun-
nel in from below would have to pass
through nine and a half feet of coporete and
steel, and the slightest tap of pick, drill, or
hammer would betray itsell to sensitive
electric “ears.”

In an American newspaper it might rea-
=opably have aroused curicsity, if not in-
viatigation by a local union, but it cassed
no unusual stir among the crowd of peas-
ants in the small town of Meedkivesd in
Hungary, as the town crier shouted it out.
There was all the weekly news, as well as
the rest of the “ndvertising’’ to be henrd.
The oral journalists of Mezokivesd were
informing the townspeople of the week’s
events, at the ususl Sunday morning
euthering (see illustration, page 490,

FROM HUNGARY TO VASHBAR

I had been visiting a friend in Budapest,
anid on this, the first Sunday in Lent, we
hied come to Mezdkovesd, accompanied by
a young Hungarian girl as interpreter, She
har been an exchanee student al Vassar the
previous year,

“You will find it not so gay as last Sun-
day,” she told us. “There was a big dance
last week and two weddings—a lirger cele-
bration than usual, because there are no
festivities during the Lenten =esxson.”

In spite of Lenten restrictions, there is
litile curbing of gaicty among the peasants
on their treasured weekly holiday,  Truoe,
we had no opportunily of seeing a4 mar-
riage dance, and there were two funerals
that afternoon. Nevertheless, the air was
full of merry excitement and happy chitter-
ing. And no one can smile more whole-
heartedly and infectionsly than the young
Hummﬂun gir]!

I think of Mezdkovesd as the most typicil
of Hongarian villages; there the traveler
may see the real peasant life of the coun-
try. The town's [Hﬁ]ﬂllﬁtifm is somie 30,000
it is abwout three hours' tide to the east of
Budapest, and only two trains a day make

the trip.
THE WEFKLY CHURCH AND NEWSPAPER

Sunday afterncons the healthy lot of
villagers parade in their festival finery, the
heavily embroidered costumes ablaze with
hright colors, And of a Sunday maorning

the life of the town centers in the church,
always crowded to the doors, and in the
weekly “newspaper.”

Upon our arrival at 10 o'vlock that
morning we found the sireets almost de-
serted. Tt was n brisk day, and we were
glad to have the protection of our heavy
coats, The sun teased us faintly ot inter-
vals, which was especially vexing, since we
had a camera and copious materinl for
prctures,

We walked to the center of the town,
some distance from the railroad station,
andl entered the church, I it were not for
the saving landmark of the church steeple,
it would be casy to get lost in any Hun-
garian. town, Since all the whitewashed
mud houses are low, the guiding steeple
cin be seen from any place to which one
may wander,

There was little standing room in the
church, and we found the air too incense-
lnden to Hnger long,  Hesides, our preésence
was cousing much curinsily, so that the
chanting women, with shawl-covered hedds,
snd the men, telling their beads, were be-
ing distracted from their devotions. S0 we
left and waltked about the square, marvel-
ing occasionnlly at the sight of an Ameri-
can-made product in one of the shop
windows. And presently the church bells
announced the close of the service.

THE TANAGERS AND FINCHES®

Their Flashes of Color and Lilting Songs Gladden the
Hearts of American Bird Lovers East and West

(050, our Indian hunter, was obviously
excited.

“Ah," he exclaimed, “we have many
lovely birds here in the Tropics, but when
your birds come down from the North
they are =0 much more beautiful!™

Previousty 1 had explained to him how
the little redstartz and the yellow and the
Blackburnian warblers, which he knew as
winter visitors, passsd the summer with me
in New York. He could hardly be blamed
for thinking of the United States as having
the most beautiful birds, even though we
il the North are equally certain that all
thie most brilliant birds live in the Tropic,

Roso had never seen any of the birds
illustrated so beautifully by Major Brooks
in this ssoe of THe Guocearine, except the
summer tanager. Although the scarlet tana-
ver and rose-breasted grosbeak do pass the
winter in northern South America, they
weir a dull plumage like that of the female
during the nonbreeding seazon; the summer
tanager alone, for <ome reason, remains red
throughout the year,

The other species of tanagers and finches,
hierein shown (such as the cardinals and
pyrrhuiloxias), either do not migrate at all
of, at best, do not go further south than
Central America.

But there seem to he many red Dirds
among these tanagers and finches, Why
diov we not se¢ them more often?  Certainly
we hove no trouble seeing o red trafng
light—indeed, most of them seem to be
that color when we are in a hurry, There
are some reds, such as the iridescent throats
of the humming birds, for which the struc-
ture of the feathers is responsible.  But
muost reds, such a8 those of the tanagers and
finches here shown, are due to pigment, and
they register us red under all light condi-
tions. To be really effective, however, the
red must be ex to direct sunlight.

Should a scarlet er alight in the
middle of a sunlit lawn or a cardinal fly
across the open space in a garden, either
bird would attract attention, but most of
the time they are sitting among the shadows
of green leaves, where they are poorly
IlghtHL The sunlight is reflected from the
leaves more readily than from the birds,
especially since our eyes are peculinrly sen-
sitive to greens.  Anyone who has trained
his ear to recognize the songs amd calls of
the birds can easily find ten tanagers, while
another, who has not learned to use his ciars,
will have difficulty in finding one,

Dhuring the winter many hirds have their
conspicuous marks veiled by gray edges to
the feathers. These edges break off during
the epring, exposing the color underneath,
The male house sparrow, for example (Plate
1}, in winter seems to have only a narrow
line of black an his throat, becayse the rest
of his bluck cravat = concenled by the gray
tips of the feathers, which break off during
April (see [Hustration, page S08),

Red finches display no such gray edges
to the feathers, Hut upon examining
fenther with a lens, one will find that the red
pigment occurs only in the main branches
of the leaflike structure, the parts called
ihe shaft and the barbs, while the more
minute hranches, or barbules, are gray. As
these barbules wear off, the huarbs with their
color become more exposed and the feathers
apparently  get hnuhIEf Thus the red
finches (the purple finch, house finch, amd
redpaolls]  apparently hrlghlm A% S{rIng
nilvances.

THE FEMALES ARF XOT DRIGHT HUED

Were we to classify hirds by color alone,
we should have 1o place the males and fe-
males of these tunagers and finches in sepa-
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tate species; indeed, almost in distinct
families., The greatest oonfusion would oc-
cur when wee had to put the same individual
in two distinct species during winter and
summer, for many of the brightest males,
like the scarlet tanagers, mse-breasted gros-
beaks, and indigo buntings, become dull Tike
their mnies during the winter.

It would be convenient 1f we could say
that whenever males and females are dif-
ferent, the males pzsume the plumage of
the females during the winter. Hut this is
true only with certain species, while others
persist in breaking the rule.

Thus the summer tanager male (Plate 1)
remains red’ t shout the wyear, and so
do the cardinal (Flate 111}, the purple
finch, the pine grosbeak (Ploe VI, and
the crosshills (Plate VII)., The yellow
evening groabenk (Flate V) never becomes
gray like his mate; once he has acouirved
maturity, though the male goldfinch {Plate
VI does

RIRDE BEEAK CONDUCT RIUTLES

No ooné has vel advanced a satisfnctory
explanation for these difierences in sea-
sopal styles among the males, but the in-
ference 15 that the females are dully colored
&0 as not to attract d@ttention 1o the nest,
Uzsuully the brilliantly colored males in this
family never assist in incubating the eges,
hiit even here there are tiong, ds in
the rose-hreasted and black-headed gros-
beaks. Males of these birds not only i
vn the epes, but even bréak all rules of bird
conduct by singing as they do so.

Whether hecouse of the singing, or be-
cause of the bright ¢olors of the incubating
male, or because ol the general fragility of
the nest, there 15 a relatively high nest mor-
tality among the rose-breasted grosheaks,
nnd some years very few yvoung are resred.
Then the species becomes scarce, beciuse
vrosheaks are not so persistent about re-
nesting as are some other birds:

the Rocky Mountain reston, while the rose-
Ureasted grosheak, scorlet tanamer, amd in-
dign bunting are primarily birds of the
enstérn United States.

It b5 difficult to explain why each species
has a restricted summer home wheén it is
Iree o come and g0 as it plenses and often
migrates extensively. Tt B still more diff-
cult to explain how this wholé group of
rds got mio North America originally.
Uertain of them, sach as the tanamers,
the cardingls, the blue, rose-breasted, and
black-headed prosbeaks, and the “bunt-
mps,” have close relatives in Central and
south America and none in the Old Wareld,
Hence, we (eel that our species came origi-
nally from the south, Furthermors, most of
them are guite migratory and tend 1o feturn
o the lend of their ancestors each winter.

Cn the other hand, the evening grosbeak
nndd the birds iflustrated on Plates V1, VIT.
and V1T have almost exact counterparts
i Asig and Europe, This leads us to sup-
pose thal either our S s camwe from
Azin, when Alaska apnd Siberin were con-
tinuows and when a subtropical climite

existed clear to the Arctic eircle, or else thal
the Old Waorld species emigrated from North
Amertca ol that time.

In dattempting to arcange all birds in an
orderly series o show their relationships,
ornithologisis derive. the family of finches
( Fringillidae)} from' the families lower in
the scale of evolution throurh the tinaoers
of tanagerlike hirds, and they place the
Fringillidag at the top of the svian series,
Certainly todoy, the family of fnches is
maore nameérous than any other, more than
S00 species and sulmpecies being  known
from the Western Hemisphere nloné.

House sparrows were

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The large flocks which assembie to roost
during late summer and fall in the ivy on
churches are often objectionalle and cin be
discouraped only by repeatedly disturbing
their sleep with poles or streams of water,

As the automobile has replaced the hovse,
and the sparrows’ food sapply in the cities
has become less certnin, their number has
lessened, and in some places the starling,
introduced in New York City in 1890 and
1891, has become & more serious pest.

It is mteresting to watch the change in
the appearance of the male sparrow in the
spring., This s accomplished in troe econ-
gmy, without the change of a feather—
motely by wearing out the old clothes. The
new feathers grown in the fall after the
nesting season are all edged with gray, which
lnrgely conceals the color patterns of chest-
nut, white, and black. By April, hiwever,
these gray tips break off and the black
throat and chestout head-stripe stand out
as freshly as if the feathers were newly
grown instead of belonging to last year's
suit (Plate I and ilustration, page 508).

Y oung sparrows in their first plumige re-
dsemble their mothers, except that their
breasts are slightly streaked. Hefore winter,
however, are  indistinguishable from
their parents of respeclive sexes. ‘

Sparrows’ eggs are grayish white, with
speckles or streaks ranging Irom green 1o

ey, worey, [ueey, Slurey, the tanager
seems to say, like a robin in a hurry with a
cold, and chip-burr he calls when alarmed.
Anyone in the northeasiern United States
and southern Candda who recognizes these
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calls can find scarlet tanagers.  Nearly
every sizable wood lot has at least one pair,
but those who do not know the song may
think them scarce indeed.

The singing male often selects a dead
branch from which to sing, but it is high in
the crown of leiwes or dbove it, so that he
goes unnoticed,

Arriving about the first of May, the tan-
agers may be conspicuous at frst, if the
vegetation has been retarded, but they soom
lose themselves in the treetops,

Standing at my front door early in June,
at the height of the nesting season, 1 can
hear from different directions the songs of
three or four males. Yet we seldom see
i tanager, Indeed, one year we found a
nedl in u pear tree within 25 feet of the
porch, but we rarely saw the hirds unless
we watched expresshy for them and then i
wis only when they took flight at our close
approach.

We could always find the male by follow-
Ing his song, or, if we witched the nest con-
tinuously, we would occasionally see him
shipr in with a fat preen caterpillar for his
mate. After the eggs hatched, and espe-
cially when the young were leaving the nest,
he was always around with & worm in his
ill, and his chip-birrrmg attracted our ul-
tention as he brought food to the voungsters.

Female tanagers are olten remarckably
tame, or, rather, have their maternnl in-
stinct powerfully developed, so that they
will =ometimes let one sirolce them on the
nest or will feed their youngsters even when
they are held in one’s hand (see illustra-
tion, page 5306), Their nests are usuplly
out of reach of the ground, on a horizontal
branch of an oak or a hemlock, sometimes
high, and wre tather carelessly built of roct-
lets and weed stems.

The greenish-bloe eggs are  bheavily
matked with reddish-brown specks,  The
nests gre of ten parasitized by cowhirds, and
many a time T bave glanced up nto our
mulberry tree at the call of o tanager, only
(o e A fluttering voung cowbird receiving
a berry from a deluded mother tanager.

Younyg tanagers in the pest réesemble the
female, but are slightly streaked beneath,
These streaks, however, soon  disappear.
After nesting seazon the male changes his
red for a greenish-yellow coat, but his wings
and tail are hlack, edged with green, and he
is easily distinguished from the female.

Leaving the nesting grounds in October
{or Colombia or Bolivis, where they spend
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the winter, scarlel lanagers are nol seen
again’ until the following spring, when the
mitles have once more molted their body
feathers for red and have worn off the green
edges on their wing feathers:  Oftentimes,
however, the malt is not entirely completed,
sp thut the red is patched with yellow, or,
at times (perhaps in yearling hirds) the
entire body is o much lighter yellowish red
than is normal.

Summer Tanager
i Piranga rubra ribra )

This iz the common tanager of our South-
eadfptn Stites, west as far as egstern Texas
and Nebraska.  Tts arrival early in April
from northern South America, where it has
passed the winter, is often first made known
by s curious call, which Dr. Chapman
describes as a “clearly enunciated chsrky-
fncka-tick” (see Color Plate 1),

s song s much clearer than that of the
scirlet tanager and, to my ear, seems inter-
medinte Dbetween that bird's song and the
lay of the Baltimore oriole. Common in
the apen pinewonds of the South, it scems
to preder thise with an undergrowth ol vaks
and  hickories. It {requents  the  lower
branches more than does the scarlet tans-
ger and seems more willing to be observed,

The summer tanager seldom reaches the
Northern States, but two years apo i beay-
tiful male vEited Buttermilk Falle State

‘ark, south of Ithaca, New York, and, true
ter his reputation as a bee-eater, took un his
station for several days near a hive belong-
ing tu the caretaker, When the bee owner
dizcovered how memy visitors the bird
brought to the park. he cheerfully resipned
himself tis the loss of a lew bees,

Summer tanagers build coreless npests
about 20 feet from the ground near the ends
of horizontal branches, and, with their fam-
ilies, leave the United States in October,
The egzs are similar (0 these of the scarlet
tanager,

From New Mexico to California a vari-
ety known as Cooper's tanager ( Piranga r.
e beri ) lives among the cottonwooids of the
river bottoms, It is slightly lnrger, with a
somewhat longer bill and rosier under parts,

Western Tanager
{Piranga ledovicurme )

Bired lovers in California look forward o
the return of the western tanagers much as
we in the East watch for the coming of their
acarfel cousing. About the first week in
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May they can be expected to pass through
the lowlands and focthills and o week Liter
they appear in the black oaks and incense
cedars of Yosemite, For the rest of the
surmmer they are among the most con-
spicyous birds throughout the forests of the
Rocky Mountain region up to 10,000 feet,
a5 far east as Colorado and Nebraska (see
Color Plate 11,

Western tunagers are never <o ghundant
o5 robins or chipping sparrows, but, because
of their conspicunus colors, courage, fond-
ness for the open woods, and breezy songs,
they are npot easily overlooked. Their
drawling two-syllable call nite of cheo-tik,
arid their =ong, consisting of i rapid repeti-
tion of the syllable ok#¢ wér, as Dr. Grin-
nell puts it, suggest the utterances of the
scutlet tomager. The song is heard at all
times of day from the middle of Moy until
mid-July, and is one of the characteristic
soiinds of the Yosemite Nutional Park.

Early in the season they feed largely on
insects, but they are never as active in thelr
prursuit as are warblers.  Seering Lo realize
that they are conspicuous when movin,
they spend much time sitting sround or de-
hberately peering under leaves for citer-
pillars, A little later, however, when berries
begin to ripen, they venture into the open
and are often conspicuous aboul camp sites,
fewding om buckthorn berries,

Nesting begins the lsst of May, when
fermales may be seen gathering nesting mo-
terinl, often on' the ground, and fiving di-
recily to their nesis, The work of nest
building devolves entirely upon her, though
she is often accompanied by the male,

The nest is rather loosely constructed on
a horigontal branch, wsually about 20 feet
from the ground, and the egps. tike those of
other tanagers, are greenish blue speckled
with brown. Unce incubation starts, the two
birds are rarely seen tagether, but the mulis
remain conspicuous nmd often forage even
on the ground, Although the male does noi
aszisl with home-building or hatehing, he
helps feed the voung, both while they are in
the nest and afterward.

During July and early Auguost, when the
familics feed largely in the trees, they are
less conspicuous than in late August amd
september, when they come down pear the
ground to enlt berries. At this time. those
which have been nesting higher in the moun-
tains move down toward the Jower land, so
that during the few weeks just before leav-
ingt for the South the western tanagers seem

marg numerous than at other times. The
males then wear winter plumage and their
heads are only slightly tinged with red.

By the hrst of Oviober these tanagers

have deserted California for their winter
home, the Mexican plateau and the moun-
tains of Central America as far south as
Costi Rica,
Hepatic Tanager
(FPerange fava kepatice)

To the ordinary observer the hepatic tan-
ager (Plate 11) and the summer tanoger
(Plate 1) are almost identical. In reality,
however, the hepatic tanager is a larger
bird, with 8 more scarlet breast, a browner
biack, and much grayer cheeks,

The summer tanager ranges widely
throughout our Southern States, but one
i3 not likely to see o living hepatic tanager
unless one ventures into the mountains of
western Texns, New Mexico, or Arizona,
or into Mexieo itself,

There, among the oaks and pines of the
mountiding thut rise from the desert, the
hepatic tanager is sometimes {ound in com-
parative abundance, Its song i remark-
ahly like that of the =carlet tanager, both
in guality and volume. Tts feeding and
nesting. habits are likewise similir, except
that its eggs are A somewhat paler bluish
green in ground color.

Pyrrhuloxia
(Pyrrfuloxia sinsita)

It was on the King Ranch near Corpus
Christi that 1 first made the acquaintance
of this delightiul bird (Plote 11).

Our host, Mr, Richard Kleberg, had
shown 05 the lost of the whooping cranes
making their final stand asainst extinction
on the muddy shores of Laguna Larga, We
had seen thousands of white-ironted peese
and hundrecs of little brown cranes getting
ready for their trek back to Alaska for the
surnmier. We had seen flocks of lonz-hilled
curlews and mouontain plover, and white-
necked ravens had seolded us from the tops
of the yuccas,

Suddenly a slender, soft-gray bird darted
across our path from ane scrubby mesguite
to another. Or wosit gray? My eyve seemed
tocatch a glow of red as it -

Out come my binoculars, Hut its back
was towird me nnd af first I was almost sure
it was only a female cardinnl—a little
grayver than our eastern bird, as the Texas
variety is supposed (o be,
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A moment Inter, however, the gray bird
turned, displayed a beautiful rose-red wvest,
and raised a saucy and most expressive scar-
let crest.  Its short, heavy, almost parrot-
lilke bill gnve it @ patrician expression that
left no doubt that | had discovered a real
Texas aristocrat.

Later we saw others—cardinal-like in
most of their actions, sometimes on the
ground, sometimes in the bushes, but never
far from some thorny tangle into which they
could diappear al our approach,  Their
call notes were someéwhat more wiry thaon
thise of the cardinals and their whistles
were clearer, with lese inflection.

These were pyrrhuloxias of the Texas va-
riely, so their backs were somewhat darker
and the region aroum] their bills blacker
than those of the kind seen in Arizona.
Neither variety, however, extends its range
very Tar noirth.

In their nesting and other habits the
pyrrhuloxias are much like cardinals, builid-
ing rather bulky nests of twigs, weed stems,
and inner bark, bound with fine grasses, in
thickets of mecquite or other thorny growth,
and laving three to five finely speckled epys.

Cardinal
( Ricimondems cardimalis)

All winter a beautiful male cardinal had
been visiting our feeding log, regaling him-
sell’ pn the sunflower seed which we pur-
chased for his benefit (Plate 111). Occa-
sionally he nibbled at the suet which we put
out for the woodpeckers or picked nt the
chick feed we scattered for the juncos and
tree sparrows, but he obviously preferred
the sunflower seed,

He was welcome to all he could eat, for
hie was the anly cardinal, so far as we knew,
that had dared venture as far north as cen-
tral New York., We rejoiced more at his
discovering our food log than we had when
the flock of evening grisbeaks found it ear-
lier in the winter.

These grosbeaks are northern birds thay
anly eccasionally wander in winter as far
sauth and eist os Ithaca, N. Y. They were
still visiting our log on the doy when the
cardinal prmounced his presence with a loud,
cheery whistle. 1 concelved the idea of jget-
tmg a photograph of the two together and
thus showing on one photographic - plite
birgds from the opposite ends of the country.
This became a longer job than 1 had ex-
pected, becar=e, though they both became
regular boarders, their meal hours were
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different. For ten days T kept a camera fo-
cused on the log, with a thread o one of our
windows, before the opportunity arrived.

One noon, when 1 came home to lunch, the
cardinal was munching away on the El:-(‘.'t‘.\‘.'i,

and one of the male g’rmbtﬂ-ks was calling
in the tree overhead, Having s#t the camera
in the morning, T knew it was ready.  Sev-

eral thrilling moments of -ensaed,
and then the grosheak dro to the log.
Just ps I pulled the thread to take the pic-

ture, the cardinal ifted his crest in a beauti-
fully expressive fashion, raized his wings,
uq'eneﬂ hia hill, darted at the grosbeak, and
knockerd him off the end of the log, 1t all
happened =0 quickly thut the camera re-
corded not much more than a biar,

My second experience with a cardinal at
Ithaca was less omusing,. All winter this
one had heen coming to our window feeding
station, braving the zero lemperature and
"ﬂmmnll} not minding the icy blasts from

northwest, despite his southern origin.
Spring was in the Morch air one noon when
I stepped from my car near the feeding sta-
tion window. 1 had scarcely looked aroune
before | heared n scrénm from a bird in dis-
tress.  The cry seemed familiar, yet T was
sure [ had never heard it before.

Looking up the hill toward the rock
gardlen, 1 saw pflash of red ns the cardingl
headed straight for the spot where T was
standding.  Bebind bm came a northemn
shrike in hot pursait,

Had 1 realized what wae to happen, 1
might almost have caught the cardinal in
my hands like a baseball as he flashed by,
The next instant he hod pitched headlong
into the closed window and lay quivering
at my feet. Blimnd instinct had directed
him in distress toward the spot which had
protected him all winter; but it had not
taught him the meaning of glass.

In the States from Ohio gl Pennsyl-
vanin southward we get best acquainted
with the cardinal. There he often nests in
tht vines on the porch and performs in
many lovahle little ways before the eves of
his hoste, The male’s attentivenesz to the
sitting female, his devotion (o the young, his
expressive crest, his cheerful whistle at all
sensons, and hie coloriul presence amid
winter snows are il a part of the everyday
lite in Dixle, as familiar as the call 'of the
bobwhite and the song of the mockinithird.

Cardinnls are: not really miprntory, but
the young Lirds do a good deal of wander-
Ing In all directions aiter they are grown,
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This doubtless accounts for individuals ap-
pearing north of their normal range in
winter as often as in SUMMer, suc h as those
birds which found my l#L‘ImE stativn in
central New York. Their nonmigratory
habit is likewise the underlving reason why
the Florida, the Texns, and the Arizona
birds are now recognized as races or varie-
ties distinct from birds of the eastern United
States as well as from the four ar five other
varfeties of Mexico proper amd Baja Cali-
fornia.

In late April or early May the female
cardinal selects her nesting site o thick
bush or vine, constriscts her nest of rootlets,
strips of bark, and grasses, and Inys three
or four bluish-white il:ruv.fnra]mdﬂﬂi PEES.
Ehiring the entive time the mule is ial-
tentive, often feeding her on the nest ae well
as feeding the young, He wsually takes
entire charge of the young when they leave
home, and the female starts buildine an-
other nest for o second brood,  He takes his
responsibilities with Judicrous seriousness.

Young cardinals are at first a dull, dark
brown, with blackish bills, but before long
they get lighter beluw, and the crests of the
males are slightly reddish. Before winter
they change all their feathers and become
indistinguishable {rom their parents,

Rose-Breasted Grosbeak
( Hedymeles udoyicigmus )

I have always felt sorry for the male
rise-breasted grosbeak (Plate 111) since
the first time T caught him in the act of
sitfing on the eges and singing 10 himself;

Nature endowed him with beautiful col-
s and a rich, rolicking voice. A lew
minutes before, T haid seen him glorying in
both on the dead hranch of a buttermut over
the elderberry bushes in which the nest was
lcated.  Surely he was mtended only to
neld beauty and cheer to this careworn earth,

Yet there he was in all his black and
white and rose red, inviting attention to the
nest, while hizs mate, designied and colored
by Nature especinlly {or the work he was
doing, was off gudding by herself and doing
no pood for anyone. In some birds whise
males do all the incubating and caring for
the young, Nature has reversed. her usual
custom and given the femiles the bright
colors.  Hut with the grosbeaks it is obvious.
that she hias done her best to make the
female inconspicuous and the male pleas-
mgly brilliant—so why should he permit
himsell 1o get ropesd in on soch o domestic

But a tly it is
common practice with the species and with
most pairs the males spend fully as much
time on the exps as do the fermales.
Lhiring winter the male rose-hrensted
grisbeak looks much more like the female
as he roams through the forest of central
and: morthern South  America, for  the
feathers of his upper parts and breast are
edged with brown and he has a light line
over his eye. By the time he reaches his
nesting grounds In the northem United
states and Canada, the last of April or the

first of May, bhe is once more in his full

breeding regalin, Then his voice rings out
like that of a glorified robin, each phrase
slurring into the next.

Occasionally as many as three or four
rival males may be seem dashing madly
through the trees in pursuit of one another,
each singing at the top of his voice. More
often, single birds in a territory of four or
live acres will be heard, each caroling joy-
ously, especially at duwn or dusk.

The plin, sparrowlike females would
easily escupe detection were thelr mates not
&0 attentive, but as they gather dead twigs
for their crude nests the males fly back and
forth with them, apparently taking keen
interest in the undertaking. An intruder is
always greeted with 4 few metallic chipping
noles, but soon is ignored.

The favorite location for o nest seems to

be an elderberry Dush five to ten feet from
the ground, although horizontal branches of
smadl oaks or elms are also used.  The nests
are poorly woven of twlgs or weed stems,
amed often the eges, spoiied with chestnut
and brown, can be seen from below,

The exact function of the heavy bills iz
not evident during the summer, when the
tirde are Teeding their voung and them-
selves largely on soft-bodied insects or fruft,
Even the potato beetles, of which they are
fond, do not require any such crushers to
reduce them (o a suithble swallowing condi-
tior. What they feed on during the winter
that might require such a hill T do not Enow,
for the only ones [ have watched feedin
were visiting 8 patch of pokeberries witﬁ
4 fock of tanagers on o mountuyinside in
Colombhia.

Immature grosheaks resemble the females,
except that the linings of the wings of the
males are rose red instead of yellow, and
there is u suffusion of rose on their streaked
breasts. Some of their brownish wing and
tail feathers are worn during their first nest-
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ing season nfter they have changed the rest
of their plumsage to a dress like that of thele
fathers. First-year birds are, thercfare,
casily distinguished (rom the adults,

Black-Headed Grosbeak
(fHedvmeles melanoce phalis )

Visitors to some of the western camp
sites;, such ns those in Yosemite National
Park, are sure to get acquninted with this
large-tifled, poliden-brown and black bird
foraging for crumbs sround the tents or
buildings { Plate TV). Here, constant asso-
ciation with man and his works has de-
stroyed their notural timidity and they often
hop about within a few feet of visitors. At
such ' times their ridiculoss little call note,
eek, is in strong contrast to the loud. full,
rolling and beautifully modulated song that
hursts from their thronts when they mount
to the treetops,

During the height of the courtship period
they can sometimes be heard singing in
choris at sunset, like our robins in the East,
In his ardor the male grosbeak sometinies
mounts into the air and sings on the wing.

The black-headed grusbenk passes the
witiler in central and southern Mexico,

arriving in the United States in April

amil reaching its northern limits in May,
wiieTe it stayvs until September. It = found
toroughiut the Rocky Mountain region as
far north as southern Canada, and from
Californin as far past ns western Texas and
North Dakota, The Pacific coist birds are
considered a lifferent variety from thase
found in the rest of the Rocky Mountain
region,. Thus, in the western United States,
where the rose-breastéd] grosbeak fs un-
known, this bird replices it. Indesd, it is
véry similar to the rose-breast in all its
habits, even including that of helping to
incubate the eges and brood the young.

Its food habits, too, are similar, Although
It occasionally is objectionable about cherry
orchirds and may develop a fondness for
green peas, the damage it does is relatively
tnsignificant compured with its destroction
of mjurions insects, such as the black olive
scale, potito beetle, alfalfn weevil, canker-
wirm, and codling moth,

As indicated o Plate IV, the female is
less black and more strenked than the male,
The young, as would be sxpected, resemble
the female, but are paler beneath. In
winter plumagze the black of the males fs
replaced or concealed by brown.
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Hlue Grosbesk
(Gufracy cocrulea )

You may be disappointed in vour first
blue grosbeak. He may look more like a
(‘.E:II'i'h-]Iﬂ than the !:rmuu'_ful deep-blue crea-
ture you see in Major Brooks' painting
(Plate 111 ). Itall depends on the point of
views: that is to say, the angle at which the
light comes from his feathers to vour eve.

RBlue grosbeaks are o good deal Tike m{.l_tgl.}
lmulins.b iy their hﬂhﬂﬁ, preferring I.““El-u
of weeds and berry huahrs. or willows, but
they do not venture so far north, seldom
cetting north of Maryland in the eastern
United Stotes or central Californin in the
Weat, From east to west the species has
been split up into three varieties, but the
ordinary observer would not recognize dif-
ferences among the eastern, western, and
Californin races.

In the fall the plumage of the adult male
becomes edged with brown, while the frmmii-
ture males ire fully as brown as the females.

The blue grosbeak’s nest is like that of
the other grosbeaks, being 8 rather limsy,
shallow affair of rootlets: and weed stems.
B, like the buntings’ nests; it is placed in
weeds, wsually not far from the ground,
The three of four éves are bluish white and

unspotted.

’1‘h-.- blue grosbeak’s song also is lke that
of the ather grosheaks, though wesker and
sometimes supgestive of that of the purple
finch or house finch., The bird frequently
sits on the same song perch for long periods.
The larger size and two brown wing bars
easily distinguish it from the indigo bun-
ting, and the absence of any chestnut on its
breast differentintes it from the bluebivds
aned lueuli buntings.

Indige Bunting
(Passering dyaned)

Tt is the middle of May before this charm-
ing kit of color appears In my garden, but
he mnkes up for his Iate sppearance by sing-
ing to us long after the other hirds have
censed In late August (Plate V).

His song is not the full-voicwd type we
get from the groshesks or the purple Ainches,
but inclines (o be thin and wirv. Many
hird students have difficulty distingnishing
it from that of the goldfinch, but if one
listens attentively, one will notice that the
bunting’s potes are wsoally paired: sweet,
sweet—uhere, where, here, here—serit,
secit. Often he sings from the same perch
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over and ower, but again he leaves off
abruptly in the middle of his song as il he
Tl !-HTLEE]} heen distracted,

When he sings he is usunlly high in o tree
or on 4 telegraph wire and, seen against the
sky, appears only blac klah except as he
turns his head occasionnlly und sends a flash
of blue light to the observers eve. Soon,
however, he darts down 1o the undergrowih,
for no malter how engrossed he may seem
in his singing he always has one eye on the
shrubbery beneath him for the appearance
of his mnte.

O may not be able to identify at first
g plain brown bird that darts nervously
from the weeds or berry bushes at one's
approach, twitching her tail nervously, Bt
scarcely has she given vent to her excite-
ment with a metallic little chep, before she
is joined by her brlliant consort, and the
mystery issolved, Also a clogse scrutiny of
her wings and tail will show a faint glint
of blue, sugzesting her real identity.

The indigo bunting is 3 bird of the east-
ern United States, spreading as far wes| a3
central Texas and as far north as southern
Quebee; it winters in Yucatan, Centeal
America, and Cuba., 1t arrives in the south-
ern Uinited States in April and does not
leave until October, but it is more conspicu-
ous in late summer when other birds have
quicted down, Then the air is free for it Lo
broadeast iis happiness over the saceess of
the first brood and the start of the secomd.

The nest is placed in o wesd, fern, oe
berry bush within a few feet of the ground,
amel 1B well constructed of grazses aml weed
stems, usunlly with a few dead leaves woven
it the Bottom.

The male never incubates the egps or
biroods: the nestlings, but bhe often hrings
food to the female on the nest and is always
assiluous in feeding the young, In this
respect he is much more normal thon the
grosbeal,

Diring  summer the food is chiefly in-
szects, but opne unisually cold May. when
these were apparently scarce, several of the
birda came to my feeding station in the
garden and fed on chick feed with the song
spuirrows  and chippies, As soon ns the
weather warmed up, they deserted us for
their normil diet of insects,

Une pair, however, remained o nest in
o flowering raspberry bush in the rock
earden and entertained us all sammer, The
fernale found the cotton we had put out for
the yellow warblers and redstarts and used
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il imstead of the dead leaves that normally
torm part of the base of the nest, bhuilding
a beautiful structure that compared favor-
ably with any goldfinch nest, except fer
the latter’s thistledown lining.

The indigo bunting’s four or five eggs are
pale bluish white, with no spots,  Narmally,
two broods are reared each season, a pew
nest being built for the second family.

Lazuli Bunting
( Passerinmg amioed )

Une familiar with the indigo bunting in
the eustern United States finds its exact
cotmterpart in the lnzuli bunting of the
West (Plate TV

Anyone esamining the color plate and
lacking fomiliarity with the birds them-
selves would say that, although the female
buntings are much alike, the males are al-
most as different as any birds could be.
This is true so far as coloring goes. for even
the blue of the lazuli bunting & much
paler, and the chestout and white on the
untler parts and the two white wing bars
find no counterpart in the indigo bunting,

The song of the lazuli bunting, though
dividled into short phrases, is less clear than
that of the indigo, and the phrases are not
s repularly of only two notes in length.

The lnzuli's nest is similar to the indizo's
in situation and constrioction, and the egos
are the same color,

Beautiful Bunting
(Passerinag vervicolor pulifrn )

Just as the Inzali bunting replaces the
indizo bunting in the West, so the beau-
tiful bunting replaces the lazuli along
our southern border and southward into
Mexico | Plate IV}, Mesqguite thickets of
southeastern California and Bajn Califor-
niz furnizh the shelter into which this
variegiuted little finch can disappear nt the
appronch of an enemy or fram the top
hranches of which he can pour forth his
wiry song with much enthusinam. Tn the
irushy zreas along the lower Rio Grande
of Texas there i3 an allied roce called the
varied bunting [ Passering v, versicolor ),

Painted Bunting
( Pax¥erimg olriy )

Winter visitors in southern Florida who
feed the cardinals, mockingbirds, and
grouned doves are occasicnally surprised 1o
see 0 flash of intense blue and golden green
against a flaming-red hackeround when g
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painted bunting joins the troop of merry
revelers (Plate V). The bird seems an ap-
parition from another Lund.

Like the cardinal, the male painted
bunting or “nonpareil,’” as it i3 sometimes
citlled], retains its bright colors even in its
winter plumage. While the majority move
southward into Mexico, or Central Amer-
ica, or Cuba for the winter, a goodly num-
bt always remain o southern Florida, feed-
ing on seeds of grosses and weeds nnd
ready o partake of the chick feed or bread
crumbs that thoughtful friends provide.

About the middle of April they are
joined by others from farther south and
the migration northisard starfs: for though
the painted bunting is distinctly a bird of
the southern United States, nesting south
of an indefinite line connecting southern
North Carolina and southern Kansas, it
does nol nest south of central Flovida in
the region of New Smyrna. There [ have
found them myself in May and T under-
stund they are still nesting in July, At
least two and possibly three broods may be
reared each season.

Despite  their bright colors and  dis-
tinctive song during the nesting semson,
even the males are relatively inconspicuous,
for they o most of their singing amid the
lenves of the treetops. Their song sug-
pests that of the indigo bunting, but Iacks
something of its energy and rhythm. It
has been compared more with the singing
of some of the warblers, such ps the Can-
ada or the magnolin warbler.

Like the indign bunting, the painted
bunting prefers thickets and weedy places
along the edges of woods or the borders
of towns. The nest is similar also, usually
in a bush or sometimes in a low tree, bat
the bluigh-white have numerous
speckles of chestnut or rufous brown.

Sharpe's Seedeater
(3 poropiaia morpllets sharpei)

Wherever pne travels in the arid tropics
af the New World from Mexieo to Para-
iuay, one finds some species of seedeater, an
abundant roadside bird living on the seeds
of weeds and grasses.  In general, seed-
eaters are decidedly smaller than the aver-
age sparrow and are never streaked, though
of somber black, white, and brown plum-
age, similar to the Sharpe’s seedeater illus-
trictendd by Major Brooks (Plate V).

This i= one of eight species found north
of Papama. [t is the only one, however,
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which enters the United States and then
only for a relatively few miles along the
lower Rio Grande in southeastern, Texas,
especially in the region of Brownsville.

Evening Grosbeal
(Hesperiphong vesperiing )

The most striking things about this un-
usial bird are its fearlessness and the rreg-
ularity of its appearance about civilization
(Plate V3. It the breeding season
largely in the pine forests from northern
Michigan to western Alberia and (the west-
ern and Mexican varietics) in the moun-
tains from central British Columbia south-
ward to New Mexico, Arizona, and Mexico,

Tts summer habits have been relatively
little observed, but, ordinarily, it appar-
ently nests during June on the horizontal
branches of spruces, more or less in scat-
tered colonies.  In the vicinity of Winnipeg,
Manitoba, however, two nests were found
in thade trees in the town of Selkirk and
others in river-bottom willows. The nesis
wiere loosely constructed of twigs and moot-
lets and the eges were pile greenish blue,

rather heavily marked with gray, olive
green, and brown,
At frregular intervals, sometimes years

apart, the birds move eastward and south-
ward from their breeding gmundi and ap-
pear sometimes in kirge flocks in New Eng-
land and the Middle Atlantic States, even
as far south as Washington, 1), C. At such
times they are friendly hirds and may tarry
for weeks where they find abundant food.
At certain places in New England where
food is always made pvailuble for them,
they now seem to be annual winter visitors.

Their natural Tood is the seeds of various
ashes amd maples, the pits of chokecherries
and degrwonds, weed seed, and the seeds of
conifers.  They will often peck through
frozen apples for the seeds, apparently nit
caring for the pulp. At feeding stations
they seem to prefer sunflower seeds and, in
syt @l least, have a fondness for =alt,

A flock that found my feeding stution in
Februnry came regujarly every day until
the first of May. One could almost et a
watch by the birds’ first appesrance at 6330
ench morning. Their chirping call notes,
which always announced their arrival, made
them sound like glorified house sparrows.
Their songs; about the middle of April
when they finally bégan (o take an interest
in other things than eating, were equally

disappointing.

The birds are rather swilt in dight, but
on the ground or in trees they appear slng-
gish and pass a gréat deal of time sitting
quietly, They are particulorly fond of
the seeds of the box elder anmd often come
back to the same free day after day until
the seeds are all gone, neglecting <imilar
frees in the vicimity.

Young evening grosbeaks, when they
leave their nests, all resemble their mother,
but before winter the males have scouired
their }rl_-lluw body {feathers, though they re-
tain their juvenile wings and tails until the
following full. Ol birds molt but once a
year ufter the nesting season.

The evening grosbeak s more closely re-
lategdd to the E’II amd  Asiatic haw-
finches than to our own cardinals or rose-
breasted prozbeaks. Hawinches are less
brillinntly marked, however. They re-
semble more the female evening prosheak,
but are hrowner an the back,

The I_'I,ll_"RaIliE namvi i3 based upon the mis-
taken notion of the original collector that
the hird dwelt in dark woods and came out
only-al evening to sing.

Dickeissel

(Spiza americana )

This is a hird of the Misizippi Valley,
found in summer (rom southern Texas and
M:ﬂiﬁﬁu?{n morthward to Minnesota and
North Dakota (Plate V).

Before 1880 it wus apparently more of
less common in the Middle Atlantic States,
but mow is of very rare occurrence east of
the Alleghenies. No good reason for its
dizappearance in the East has yvet been dis-
covered.  In the Mississippt Valley it is
Ep],‘.u:l.ﬂ:'l‘l:l’.]!." su’t:leE'L to cycles of abundance
angl scarcity in many localities. The bird
vels s name from = corious little sone:
e k-dichk—itysel-cassol-cissel. The firat two
notes are given with such energy that they
can be hesrd o long way, but the ending is
much weaker.

To find the dickassel, Dr. Thomas
Robérts says, “Une should search first
the clover fields, then the alfalfa fields, up-
land pgrasslands, grainfields, weed-grown
pastures, and, lastly, open brushlands with
scattered small trees.”  In clover helds it
usually nests on or near the ground:; in
hrushlands, sometimes as much as six feet
[rom the ground. The nest is rather bulky,
of coarse grassesand lenves, lined with finer
grasses or hairs, and the four or five eggs
are pale blue with no spots.
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Few' birils have richer melodies than that of the eastern garpte ftich, here engngmd with hs
mate in gulping mountain-ash berries.

crowned roay finches (fower lett pair) lve an wind-blown seeds and imsecis 10 western o iitains.
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It is sometimeés called the “little meadow-
lark"” because of its association with that
common species amd its resemblance In
having a vellow breast bearing a black
crescent. It i called merely “dick™ in
inuis, where it 5 one of the commonest
summer birds ond its song i3 one of the most
[amiliar rocdside sounds.

Dickclsels gather in large Bocks in
August, sometimes associnting with boho-
links or redwings, and wimter in Central
America and northern South  America,
They return in equally large groups the
following April, but these break op into
pairs and the couples scatter.

Purple Finch
(Carpadacus purpircis)

Owiginally a wild forest hird, the purple
finch has, of recent years, adapted itsell to
the ways of man and frequently nests in the
ornamental spruces and pines of our gar-
dens (Plate VI). '

Especially has it become a  fnmiliar
patran of ﬁin'l lunch counters, where its
uppetite for sunflower seeds and its habit
of ‘'congresating in lurge flocks sometimes
taxes the hospitality of even the most en-
thusiastic bird lover. But the attragtive
rise-red color of the adult males and their
rollicking songs more than make up for
their gourmand appetites and their quireel-
some dispositions.

Like many other members of thelr group,
the purple finches are erratic in their mi-
grations and may disappear for years from
® Jocality where they have been unusually
abundant.

In summer thic finch ordinarcily restricts
itseli to the northern United Stotes and
Canada, as far west as northwest British
Columbia, The race known as the Califor-
nia purple finch extends its raoge to the
Pacific ¢oast and southward in the moun-
tains to Baja Califrmin.  In winter the
purple finches are seattered more or Jess
throughent the United States wherever they
citn find abundant food. éven as Tor south
az Florida and Texas,

About the first of May thev repalr to
their nesting grounds, but even before that
the sones of the males have redoubled znd
are often given with o much enerzy anad
enthusiasm thar the bird is carried right
up mio the air with his continuous buhb-
bling warble, At such times his song often
encs abruptly with a clearly enuncinted
ple-be, given almost exactly like a real
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phoebe’s call. Except for this ending, the
warhling of the purple finch is very similur
tos thit of the warhling vireo, but somewhat
mure [ull-voiced and without the char-
acteristic rising inflection at the end of the
latter's =ong,

The courtship peérformance, often amus-
ing. has been described-as “the dance of the
:{mwf’ It is comparable to the wildest In-
disn maneuvers. It begins with the male
micking up 4 straw and ends, after zn elab-
orate display, with his falling over as if dead
urntil & peck from the female rouses him.

At the conclusion of one of these dis-
plays, which usually take place on the
ground, the male I was watching struck a
pose, with his head thrown back, his chest
upr, and his tail braced against the ground,
Thereupon, the female hopped on to his
chest, bent over, and clasped bills with him
tn a most intriguing manner, dashing away
the next moment to lead him o metry chase
through the trees.

The nest, mude largely of rootlets pnd
weed ' stems, often hos a Jining of hair or
woolly muterial.  The three to five eggs are
bluish with a wreath of brown spots about
the Lirger end.

Young purple finches resemble  their
mother for more than o vear and, in their
streaked brown plomoge, might be con-
fused with some of the sparrows, Young
males, in femle plumnge, sing well their
first =pring.

To mast people the name purple finch
seems a misnomer, for, although there is
slight bluish cast to the rose-red hreast, it
i5 fur frim our usual conception of purple.

Cassin’z Purple Finch
{Carpodacks cassim )

similar to the purple fGnch bl larmer,
with paler breast and rump, 5 this dweller
in the (Cascades and high Sierrms, amd other
mountaing from British Columbia to Baja
Californis and east to Colorndo {(Plate V).

In all its habits it seems to be like the
other species, nesting rather high in the
spruces, troveling in =mall flocks, und sing-
ing @ lopd. warbling song. although this is
usmally somewhat Touder and more varied.
In winter it visits the lowlands, where it Is
often with other finches.

House Finch
(Carpodacus mexicanios )

From central Texis anid western Kansas
i Cregon and California this is one of
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the most abundant birds, being nearly as
numerous and friendly as the robin, or
even the house sparrow, in the Exst (Plate
VI).

Certainly, the house finch, or linnet, as
it is familiarly called, is a more desirable
nefghbor thian the house sparrow, for, al-
though it occasionally feeds on cherries or
other small fruits, it has a compensatingly
delightful song and pleasing colors.

As can be seen in the plate, the chief
color differences between the house finch
and the purple finch are the Hghter under
parts and heavier streaking of the house
finch and ts more restricted red sreas.

Except during the nesting season, these
“Californin linnets" are found in flocks,
snmetimes of large size, feeding about weed
patches. When alarmed, they fly up and
away instear] of dodging for cover like most
spaprrows,  They often circle high in the
air and apparently make off for distant
parts. At this scasin the flocks are nato-
rally made up largely of dull-colored birds,
because, in sddition to the females, there
are included all the young of the year and
the immature males of the preceding year,
The latter do not get their red markings the
first year. Becange of the curious veiling
of the color (see text, page 307}, the old
miales Hkewise appear duller than they will
in (he spring.

The nesting season begins in April, when
the flocks break up into pairs, and the
singing, which is heard off and o all vinter.
is redoubled.

The courtship and display are similar Lo
these descrilwed] for the purple finch.  Once
nesting starts, the males are very atlentive
to the females, remaining close in ilight as
well as when foraging.  After incubation
Inegine, they select perches cloe to the nests,

Because of the pleasing sony, attractive
plumage, and friendly ways of these lin-
nets, many people put up nesting shelves
for them about the porch or in the garden.
These should be completely open on al
least one side, instend of being the conven-
tional type of birdhouse with o small
apening.

Pine Grosbheak
{ Pimicola emiclvalor )

The pine grosbeak is one of the birds we
share with the Old World, for it is found
in conifernus [orests throughout the north-

ern parts of the Northern Hemisphere
{ Flate V1.
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There is no more difference between the
il Wordd birds and those of the New
than is noticeable. between the individunls
inhabiting the different parts of the boreal
forest in North America.  Whether our
hirds cume originally from Asin or theirs
from North America is difficult to decide.

I western mountiaing, where these pros-
besks live at high altitudes just below
timber line, they apparently seldom venture
to the lowlands,

In eastérn Naorth America, however, anid
especially in New England, one occasion-
ally has apportunity o see pine grosbeaks
without climbing mountmins or traveling
nearly to Hudson Bay., Occasionally their
food =upply in the far North stems to fail,
and the birds move southward during the
winter,

On thelr desting grounds their favorite
fond seems to be the seeds of spruce and
hemtock, but when they move south in win.
ter they also feed on sumac and berries of
mountain-ash, wild grapes, and Virginia
(TS,

The focks sre not usaally Targe, and in
one comprising a dogen bivds there are
likely to he not more than two or three of
the rosy-red adult males. 1t takes at least
twu yeurs, pessibly longes, for the nmature
bird 1o aoquire bright plumage.

Goldfinch
(Spinus tristis)

From my study window as 1 write these
lines, I look out upon a hemlock tree full of
little hanging cooes, Buosily working on
these comes is a flock of a dogen small
Lirds and the snow beneath is covered with
the scales they have removed to get at the
serils.

I have just lnoked the flock aver with my
binoculars in the hope of finding some sis-
kins or redpolls, but T find they are all
goldfinches.  How different they are from
the brilliant vellow and black birds that
frequented my garden during the summer
anil went bounding over the maples during
July and August { Plate VIL).

Of course, they look much like the sum-
mir femoles, only they are browner, snd
one can scarcely distinguish the sexes, ex-
cept that the males have somewhat blncker
wings, with more prominent white mark-
ing=. Nome of the birds is streaked, how-
ever, a_fnct which eliminates entirely the
possibility of identifying them as siskins
of redpolls, which feed in similar flocks,

finches (upper night pair) inhabit the Southwest from New Mextoo to Caltlornia,
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Goldfinches are found in  summer
theoughout most of the United States, ex-
cept the Gulf States, and southern Canada.
In the Rocky Mountmin region there is a
viariety cilled the pale goldfinch, and, on
the Pacific coast, another, the willow gold-
finch, They are all essentially alike, how-
ever, and are more or less resident through-
out their ranges, though they do n great
deal of roaming. In winter some move
southward to the Gulf or into Mexico,

During winter they travel in flocks,
often of considerable size, being equally ar
home in the hemlocks and birches of the
woodlands and the weeds of the wind-hlown
fields. At this season they are as different
in hahits ns in coloration, for they seem
restless and timid and seldom permit close
approach, Thring summer, they are con-
fiding little creatures, feeding on thistles
and dandelions by the roadside, or on sun-
flowers, cozmos, and bachelor-buttons in
our pardens. For some reason they are
alzn fond of beet leaves, biting little picces
from the margins.

There are relatively few goldfinches in
the Northern State=s in winter, but during

April they move northward in lnrge focks,
the makes now wearing spotted vellow and
gray plumage, In early May the seeds of
the elms attroct them .mur] our shade trees
resound with the twittering from humdreds
of throats, Nesting, hqmm.'fr. is postponied
until July and Auvgust, when abundant
fresh =eeds ure assured for the youne, for,
uniike mast seed-eating birds which feed
their young on ihsects, the goldfinches feed
theirs from the beginning upon seeds, par-
ticularly those of the thistle,

Coldfinches never seem as pugnacinus
toward others of their kind ay are many
other birds when nesting.  Perhaps their
type of food is so gbundant that there is
little mmp-:tiﬂnn for termitories, They
travel around in pairs for some time before
nesting starts, but about the first of July
the male alone joyously cuts great circles
over some tree where soon the nest will he
built. At times, he hovers overhead on
rather =lowly beating wings, giving vent
to hiz feelings in & cannrylike song, but
penerally he keeps time with his undulating
flight by a happy per-clicao-rer call.

The nest, built largely of thistledown and
vegelable fibers, is placed high in a bush
ot the auter branches of trees, edpecially
maples, from ten to thirty feet from the
ground.  Occasiomally, however, nests are

524

found on thistles or cornstalks. The four
to six eges are bluish white and normially
are ynspotted (see illustration, page 509).

The Tfemale alone incubates and 15 fed
on the nest by the male. He regurgitates
the seeds which he has cracked and swal-
lowed while she flutters her wings like a
yvoung bird.

Pine Siskin
(Spimus pirtaes )

Here again we share a bird with the Old
World, for, although ornithologists put the
European siskin, or tarin, in a separate spe-
cies, the two birds look almost exactly alike,
Indeed, miny believe that the sisking: rep-
resent the ancestral stock from which the
redpolls, goldhinches, crosshifls, and even
the buntingzs have been derived. Certainly
their heavy streaking sugpests the plumage
of most young sparrows, irtespective of their
adult plumage ( Plate VII).

Our siskins are found during sammer
throughout the z2outhern half of the conif-
erous forests, m the mountains to Xarth
Caroling in the East and to soothern Cali-
fornin In the West, During winter
ropm erratically over most of the United
states and northern Mexico,

Pussing  through the northern United
States, often in large pumbers, during
I'mrﬂ they are somatimes uw:rl,.ukpn by the
mating urge before they réach their noomal
breeding grounds; so they settle down and
rear families considerably south of where
they are usually r:trlnttlﬂ Such an in-
‘ﬂuﬂun of siskins occurred on the Cornell
University campus in 1925, where theéy
never nested before or since.

In behavior siskins are much like winter
p;uldﬁnchea and the Iittle patches of yellow
mm the wings and base of the tail might be
confising were it not for the almost black
stregks thut enliven their plumage both
above and below.  They are wsually much
more friendly than the goldfinches and will
permit approach within a few {eat.

At Teeding stations they often respond to
kindness by perching all over their host.
A remarkable case of this response 15 de-
seribed . in Bird Lore by E. R, Davie. A
laree flock of sisking which fed at his win-
dow learned to come in and awaken him by
pulling his hair or tweaking his ear, and
reposed the utmost confidence in him. They
Hkewise showed in their res s an mtell-
gence nol ordinarily attributed to birds.

sides. The epge were bloish or greenish
white specked with brown,

As with goldiinches and siskins, the fe-
males, closely attended by the males, huild
the nests and incubate the eges,  Similarly,
the males {éd the incubsting {emales, as
they later feed the young by regurgitation.

In Europe redpolls are often kept as
cage birds and, while they become very
affectionate and have sweet little gold-
finchlike songs, they lose their red color
after the first molt and never regain it

Rosy finches are birds of the mountain

tops amd glaclers, making their sumnyer
home above limber line and coming down
to lower levels in winter only when forced
to o 5o by lack of food.  Six varieties, be-
lomging to four species, have been describied
from North America, snd at least one from
northeastern Asia, but their plumage and
affinities seem somewhat variable,

The best known is the grav-crowned rosy
finch, which appears in summer ob mon-
tain tops from  Alaska to northwestern
Montana and in winter descends to the
lower levels as far south s Utah and Col-
orado (Plate VIT), |

They are friendly Iittle birds and en-
tirely terreéstrial, picking up benumbed
insecis gt the edge of snow in summer and
weedl seed] during winter.  Few people e
them in their summer haunts and untl re-
cent-years ther eggs were almost imknown,
sintce it wis nearly impossible to get 1o their
nesting grounds in May. The nest i de-
scribed as a cup of grasses of mo=s in A
niche In a cliff or under a bowlder of a rock
slide, The four or five egos are pure white.

The Crossbills

Here is o cose of extreme specialization
which has apparently been sucesssiul, Chne
unfamilior wath the hubits of ¢rosshills and
noting the curiously crnssedl mandibles for
the first time i3 likely to think them a mal-
formation and feel sorry for the bird tha
must make its living with such o handicip
{Plate VI1II).

Nor does one's sympathy grow less upon
seeing ane of these birds trving 1o eat
ordinary fooid. A white-wringed erosshill,
for example, came to the hemlock tree near
my bird feeding station and, after watch-
iz the chickadees, nuthatches, and wood-
peckers eating suet, thought he would like

some of it. He had no trouble hanging on
to the suet that was fastened to the side of
an upright log, hut when he tried to use his
beak to detach a: piece, he fmmd that the
peculiar crossecd tips of his bill obstructed
his purpose (soe illustration, oppesite page).
~ I'sat in o blind ahbout thres feet from the
bird, and coold see exactly what he was
doing. Finally, he clamped his wide-open
bill into the suet and I could see his hard,
pointed, scooplike tongue scraping little
crumbs of suet into his mouth,

It was a rather cl formance at
best and 1 felt sorry for him. 1 cut off
a twig of hemlock with =s=vernl cones and
fastened it over the suet. This was quite
a different story. 1 was interested to ses
how he could get at the sdeds, because the
scales of the cones were tightly shut. With
one snip of his hill he cut off one of the
cones, turned it upside down between his
feet and, opening his bill until the tips just
met, he slipped this instrument under the
edge of one of the scales.  As he opened his
lsill still further, T could see there was suffi-
cient Iateral motion to pry up the wale,
whetetpon his little tongue scooped oot the
two seeds underneath us neatly as could be
desired. Un the heavier cones of pine nmd
spruce the crosshills hang upside down anrd
pecform the same feat withoul snipping
them off.

Here, then, was the secret of their grest
siperess in populnting the contferous world
with crosshilis,  They had been able (o
take adviantage of an dalmost continuous
food supply closed o mest other hirds,
We find today that crossbills, in spite of
what seems 4 deformity, bave been abile so
to increase thot they are fouond practically
all over the Northern Hemisphere whenever
there are coniferous trees.  In the red criss-
il (Laeda exrvirostra pusille |, minor varia-
tions in gize of bill, length of wing, or in-
tensity of red have smturlly, developed, o
that in North America alone we recognize
five varieties: the common crosshill of Fu-
rop 3= 4 somewhat larger race than ours
in North Amerion.

Ordinarily, plenty of cunes are available
in the northern foresis every year und
throughout the vear. During such times
the crosshills do not migrate at all ant may
even start nesting in Janwary., Buol once
in a while, for some unkoown reason, the
spruces stapy fruiting and the crosshills are
robbied of their main support.
