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Grand Canyon: Narture’s Story of Creation

In the Mile-deep Chasm of the Colorado, One of the World's Greatest
Waonders, Rocks Reveal the Beginnings of Life on Earth

e EEL" the reins in vour hands st all
times,”" our guide counseled. “Keep

vour feet in the stirrups, vour mind
in the middle, Never dismount unless T am
at your side, Obev those rules;, and vour
mule will ke care of you.”

With these words we rode off the brink of
the South Rim and down Bright Angel Trail
towsrd the Inner Gorge of the Grand Canvon
of the Colorado River, almost a mile below,
As park naturalist of the Grand Canyvon Na-
tional Park, 1 was going along for the ride
with a few Trignds.

A Cowboy Sums It Uip

Belore and around us stretched a wonder-
land that has taxed the descriptive powers
of poets and other gifted word painters,

“Absolutely unparalleled  throughout the
rest of the world! " boomeid Theodore Roose-
velt. Naturalist Jobhn Burroughs called it
“the world's. most wonderful spectacle, ever
changing, alive with & million moods.” To
British nuovelist E. M. Forster, rock deposits
filling the chasm seemed like “sphinxes draped
in cnmson -shawls.”  He called the canyon
“the most astounding natural object | have
over Seen,”

But in my 20 yvears of aswociation with the
Grand Canvon | have néever heard of 4 com-
ment more apt than the one made by an un-
lettered cowbov,  Riding after hounds in pur-

suit of a mountain lion, he emerged suddenly
from a forest, and the colusssl abyss yawned
hefore him,

"Wow!" he exclaimed,
happened! ™

Az alwoys during my many (rips over
Bright Angel and other trails, 1 experienced
ian uplifting of the spirit combined with o deep
sense of humility as our puarty started down
into the incredible chasm.

Viewed across 10 miles of clear Arizonn
air, the North Rim stood out with sach tele-
scopic clarity that 1 fele T eould all but reach
out ond touch it Deva, Brahma, and other
{antnstic formations aomed for Old World
aeities scalloped the rim. Resembling moun-
tains, they were water-sculptured earth shapes
known as temples.

“Something sure

Different Spectucle Every Hour

Exposing lavers of white and red rocks,
these shapes changed colors like a kaleido-
scot a5 the sun spaotlighted a different spec-
tacle every hour.

Dawn had pilded these islunds in the sky
but Ieft the canyons in blue shadow. Noon
would expose a pitiless; glaring desert uynre-
heved by shadow. FEvening would set the
earth spires afire with alpenglow (page 302,
Moonlight would tint the chaism with mys-
tery. and morning's (oe, if it come, would
fll the canyvan with a river of cotton,
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Members of our party were taking a ride
back through the ages thit were required to
form the earth’s crust; they wore descending
almost a vertical mile into o different climate.
Hut at this moment they were indifferent to
scenery anil geolegy, they thought only of
mules and heights, Many had never ridden
a mule in thelr lives,

As long ns the mules headed straight down,
the trail seemed a comfortable four feet wide.
Neweomers gol their first shock when we
halted fur pictures beneath a photographer’s
stuchio window overlodking the trail.  Each
mule did g5 he was: trained: he put his tail
to the canyon wall and et his head hang out
over space.  Nothing but mule imtervened
between riders and thin air.  Frightened ten-
“derfeet clutched saddle horns and leaned back
against the rocks.

“Wish I'd written my will,"” one man said.

On the Edge of Space

Riders were scarcely adjusted to sadidles
when the carnvan abruptly entered a dizzy
series of switchbacks cut inte sheer clifis.  Ap-
proaching a turn jutting off into space, the
mules leaned so far over the precipice that
i seemed natural to wonder if they intended
to round the corner or step off into the abyss,

Then, so slowly that to novice riders the fate-

ful seconds seemed interminable, our mounts
pivoted, one foot after another,

Renowneel in some circles for his obsti-
niacy, the mule ie esteemed in Grand Canyvon
for his patience, endurance, und sagacity. He
i3 petted, curried, and fed antil he is olmost
too fat to straddie, With aplomb he daily
goes forth onto an arduous trail with a quak-

In 50 vears of operations, Grand Canyon
mufes have vet to lose a paving customer (o
accident.

Fred Harvey company, the concessionnire,
keeps 75 to 80 mules. The company con-
siders mules stronger, mare stable, and of
grealer stamina than horses and therefore
saler on the trail,

Head roped three feet behind his leader,
the trail mule is educated by weeks of carry-
ing loads with the pack trains, 1f he shows
promise, the guides ride and gentle him. To
adjust him to surprises, they do evervihing
they think a tenderfoot rider would do: drop
a hat over his head, bang cameras against his
hicle, and get on and Gif the wrong. side.

To go muleback into the canvon, one must
weigh not more than 190 pounds, a rule made
to spare man and mwle. Children onder 12
cannol tnke the ride, and those too advanced
in Age may be barred. One veteran ranch-
woman who confessed to 84 years made thres
trips down to the river.

Our guide wns Howard Pyeatt, who had
escarted visitors on the trail for 10 seasons.

“On these first few hundred vards," he
said, "o woman may get scared or her husband
may decide he has ‘heart trouble.” They can
dismount and hike to the rim, but very few do.

Girls Freese 1w Saddles

“I was guiding 4 French doctor once; and
ke leaned so fur toward the ‘safety’ of the
canyon ‘wall that he fell out of the saddle.
Rather than return in defeat, he hiked along
beside us all the way down and back.

“Two girls put on the worst show of fright
I ever saw. Riding side by side, against all
the rules, they froee stifl in their sadidles and
grabbed each other about the necks, like
drowning persons. Fear gave them such
strength that it took two guides to pry them
apart.  But you'd have thought their mules
were statues, =o quietly did they stand.”

Pyeatt pomted out a peculiarity of Bright
Angel Trail: it follows a fanlt line that cuts
across the canyon,  Earth forces have broken
andd shified the rocks until those on one side
standl 1RO feet abowve matching sirata on
the other.

As the riders turned in their saddles to fol-
low the fault line upward, some ohserved that
they had journeyed a thousand feet below the
canvon's rim.  Confidence  partly  restored,
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they began to enjoy  the marvelous  view.
Earth's strata changed colors before their
eves, The grav-white top layer of sea-formed
limestone gave woy to buff-colored sandstone,
hordened wind-blown dunes of an ancient
disert landscape.

Al last we entered the 550-foot Redwall, a
magnificent pink fagade whose blue-gray time-
stone had been stained red by iron oxides
washed down from loftier stroti

Grazing Mules Lean over the Abyss

The trail down this perpendicular chiff fol-
lows Jacoh's Ladder, another series of switch-
bhacks. Our mules chose this alprming streich
to display their appetites.  For any clump of
proen they stuck their heads out over the
trail’s edge.

“Hold vour reins tight: yank his head up,”
Pyeatt advised a noviee rider. “H you Jet
him, your mule will eat anything on the trail
—dend sticks, straw hats, old ropes.  Some-
times he'll chew on @ saddle blanker.

“Your mule will walk out townrd the rim
of the trail and then heTl lean oul into space
as far as he dares, just (o nibble one worthless
blade of grass.”

By late ‘morning the less hordened riders
were experiencing n sensation almost as pain-
ful as fear. Their legs, spread wide apart
by the mules” fat biacks, Iost circulation.  Men
stoi] in the stirrups, bore part of their wiight
with hands on saddle, did anything o ease
the 1oriure.

When we stopped for lunch, Pyeatt had to
lift a few numb viders out of saddles. “They
loaned painfully against their mules  until
Wlood returned to legs. But they showed no
weaknesz in their throat muscles as they
pitched into coffes birewed in a 2-gallon pot.

Cur pienic site was Dndian Garden, 2 eotton-
wood pasts on the Tonto Platform, a wide,
almost level platesu two-thirds of the distance
from rim to river. Long ago the Havasupal
Indinns irrignted their farm plots from springs
here, anil we could still trace the outlines of
their ditches

Inclinn Garden's springs supply all the water
gsed by Grand Canyon community, headquar-
ters of the National Park Service on the South
Rim. A centrifugal pump lifts the Joad three-
fifths af o mile,

Lunch finished, we followed nnother sgeag
tradl cut i the rocks, down into Granite
Gorge, commonly called Inner Gorge, 1o the
Colormdo River, 7.8 trail miles from our start-

ing point, Here we stood 4,400 feet below
the South Rim and 5500 below the North
Rim. Manhattan lsland could be tucked into
a 13.mile stretch of the canyven, T twe 1.472-
foot Empire State: Building were set down
gn the river bed, only its television tower
wolld stick out of the Inner Goree.

The Colorado, one of our greatest rivers,
Is 1,450 miles long, and here st close range,
where it is 300 fect wide. it gave an impres-
sion of tremendous power amnd volume.

Held Lbetwern sheer walls, the river roared
in fury as boulders in its grip crashed against
one another and Ledrock. When the wind i=
right its mighty voice can be heard as far as
the South Kim.

Living up to its Spanish name, celforado
(rely, the steeam geemed mare mud than
wiater. Hall a million tons of soil a day
were moving before our eves, an amount de-
termined by a silt-sampling car oding a cable
from bank to bank (page 612), “Too thick
to drink and too thin to plow,” is the way
old-timere descrile the Colotadao’s water,

Kaihab Suspension Bridge, just wirde enouith
for a pack mule, allowed us to cross comfort-
ably to the north bank (page 616).

A short ride took us to Phantom Ranch,
only resort in the hottom of the canyon, for
a cool dip in the swimming pool (page 633,
dinner in the main hall, and a relaxing sleep
in o guest cabin, Bright Angel Creek, as clear
as the Colorado is muddy, made the ranch
4N Uasis,

20 Degrees Warmer st the Bottom

Down there we were in another climate:
the air was 20 degrees warmer than on the
south Rim. Depending on the temperature
and evaporation, it could have been snowing
on the loftvy North Rim, raining on the South
Rim, and merely misting at Phantomm Ruanch.
Daylight was shortened by canyon walls ris-
ing high on every side,

“The muan who works only from sunup 1o
sunset wouldn't have much of a job here™
observed Manford (Shim) Patrick, manager
of Phuntom Ranch.

“To, feed our guests,” he remarked, “the
rutich hus to pack in all its provisions, Dur-
ing a busy summer week the mules must haul
3. 500 pounds of supplies. 1t uikes twi Lons
of Tuel oil & month to operate the lights, ovens,
home freezer, and cabin beaters; Dirty laon-
dry goes nut, fresh clothes come in by mule-
back. Ewven our mail arrives by mule express,

“Tt gets pretty Jonely here inowinter, when
the guests are gone, but we hove grown Lo
love the quiet. We took a long vacation tour
recently, and the diesel trucks chujgging past
the auto courts kept us awake half the night.
Down here the only wheeled vehicle 1s the
miule cart that hauls trash.

“In our little valley we miss nothing except
[resh milk, a doily paper, snd the movies.
But il one of us ever gets sick or has to
have o tooth pulled, then he has to ride all
the way up to the rim—and the émergency
usually  occurs: at night.

Squirrels Feast on Apricots

“For fresh frult we grow our own peaches,
figs, plums, and apricots. There is one draw-
back; it seems as if the squirrels wait until
we are refidy to pick the apricots, then move
in lke an army of ants, strypping the crop in
nix time at all.

“This is sanctuary, and wild animals seem
to sense that they have protection,

“My wife found a bull snake in the house
the other day. Obeying the National Park
service regulations against killing native wild-
life. she picked it up by the tail and carried
it our 10 the rocks.

“We drove a beaver oway from our valley
because he was [elling our frees, two every
night, A bobeat used to promenade past the
ranch house every evening.

“Deer hang around the corrnl and stieal
the mules” hay. Ring-tailed cats prowl for
girbage At night.  Water puozels  hunting
aquatic insecte and lurvae swim under water
i the creck, md ducks camp in our ditches
mnowinter,”

Because of the markedly different climatic
comditions in the canyon, it acts as a barrier
to many of the smaller animals lving on the
rims. Those on one rim are now of different
species or sulispecies from their relatives on
the other, onlv & few miles away. This is
true of such assorted creatures as squirrels,
gophers, purcupines, rabbits, wood rats, chip-
munks, covotes, rattlesnakes, and gopher
snakes,

(‘lassic examples are the RKaibab squirrel
of the North Rim and its counterpart of the
South Rim, the Aberl squirrel. Both have
tufted enrd and a chestoul stripe down the
back. But the Knaibab—found nowhere but
on the North Rim—hos o white 1ail and black
belly parts while the Abert has white belly
parts and i gray tall.

Grane  Canvon is a barrier to men no Jess
thun 1o animals, Tt 217-mile gorge deflects
ull north-and-south highway and railroad traf-
hie. By muleback, the 10 air miles from rim
1o rim takes two days and 28 trail miles. An
nutomohile trip via Navajo Bridge i= one day
faster but more than 200 miles longer.

Should anvone wish to send a letter rim
W rim, the transit would take 40-odd hours,
but no one kntwn to me ever semds such a
communication, for we have o telephone line
directhy across the canyon,

Of the world's seven life zanes ranging from
Equator to Poles, six are represented here
within a 50-mile rudius, The only zoge milss-
ing is the Tropic.

Now as we rode from Phantom Ranch to
the North Rim we peisset] through four of
these life zones, all within 14 miles of teail.
To pass through those zones at sea level, we
would have to travel from Mexico's lower
sonora desert to soeuthern Canada.

The North Rim, 1,000 to 2,000 feet higher
than the South Kim, haz climate and vegeta-
tion like soothern Canada’s, Severe winters
close North Rim  accommodations  roughly
from Octeber 15 to May 135, hut the South
Rim remaing open the vear round,

LUp the Ladder of Life

Riding up the trall, we mounted the ladder
of the ages. Here in a gigantic cross section
of the earth’s crust, Nature has written the
story of life's development and illustrated 1t
with [ossils, or life forms, of extinct animals.

While down in the Inner Gorge, we rode
through dierk Pre-Cambran rochks that were
formed some 1,500.000.000 years aga.

Life's story Trom 115 creation to the pres:
ent is told in five grand chapters,

During the Older Pre-Cambrian Era, Chap-
ter 1, mins swepl the primeval landscape and
rivers carried silts to zea, but no living thing
leit so much us & shell to prove its existence.
If the mast primitive algae did exist then, as
geologists suspect, earth’s heat and pressure
altered their fossil forms bevond pasitive iden-
tification.

Algae left the canyvon’s first traces of life
in the Younger Pre-Cambrian Era, or Chapter
1. Tiny globules of jelly like the green scum
seont on ponds, these algae extracted min-
erils from sea water and bult limestone reefs.

Eroston has destroved all traces of the
Younger Pre-Unmbrian at several spots in the
canyon. At these places the third chapter of
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Grand Canvon in Profile: The Fmest Open Record of Eurth's History

earth’s history rests directly upon the first
chapter. By skipping the second chapter, the
rocks show a gap of millions of years. We
spanned it merely by placing & finger tip
across the lne where the strata meet.

Geologists call that gap in time the “great
unconformity,” and people come from all
parts of the world to see it.

First Amphibinnsd Lelt Tracks in Stone

Animal life flourished in the Paleozoic Erm,
earth’s Chapter IT11.. Our truil revedled the
fossd]l remnine of trilobites, extinel ses crea-
tures resembling horseshoe crabs.

And a& we rode up the canyvon walls, the
fussils disclosed life becoming increasingly
complex. Land aress in those times grew
ferns and primitive conilers.

Gaoing a little higher, we found telltale signs
of animals emerging from the sea: amphib-
tans, descendants of fish, had climbed onlo
land and left their tracks in mid now Lurned

to stone.
We did not see the dinosaur graveyards of

Chapter TV, the Mesozoic, or Age of Reptiles,
for they have been worn off the top of Grand
Canvon. However, thev are represented in
the Painted Desert and Zion National Park,
bth fairly close

Chapter 'V, the Cenoamic, or Age of Mam-
muds in which we live, has left o sedimentary
depusits in the canyvon. 11 is represented,
however, by peolomcally recent lava tlows in
Grand Canvon National Monument [ page
GOR .

Man steppedd on the geological scene an
estimuted million years ago, though not in the
Gramd Canvon. 11 we could condense earth’s
story into @ movie lasting 24 hours, rhan's
role would occupy the screen only the fast
58 seconds, and the chnvon's role in history
from it= discovery four centuries ago would
lnst less than a fortieth of 4 second.

As the lion-hunting cowboy said, "Some-
thing sure happened.” and many of today's
visitors want to know just what happened.

“Iid the earth crack open?” they osk.
“Lrid placiers cut its”
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Simply. stated, the Grand Canyon s the
story of the power of running water and the
wearing away of land., Erosion, given mil-
lions of vesrs to do the job, has cut a hissure
almost a mile deep. 217 miles long. and 4
to 18 miles wide.

Not many million years ago northern Ag-
zoma stood barely above sen level, and through
it ran a slugeish rver, the ancestral Colo-
rado, And then the region started to rice
into an immense plateau. Bat the ground
rose ko slowly thiat it did not change the
course of the river; instead, 1t enabled it to
entrench itself.

Increasing elevation gave speed and power
to the water.  Using silt, sand, gravel, and
boulders as abrasives, the Colorido scoured
it= bed until today it flows a mile below the
rims and averages 2,000 feet alwive the sea.

Even visitors who understand the canvon's
erosive origing have false notions about the
river, Becalgse the rims are 3000 o 8.000
feet above sea level, people imogine  the
Cotormdo started at those levels and cut its
way down.  Actually, the stream, appears
never to have been very much higher. Though
the land rose a milé and maore, the river main-
tained more or less its ongingd level. 17 we
liken the parth’s crust to o layer cake, then
the tiver by analogy hecomes a cake knife,
But instegd of the knife's dicing downward,
the cake rose upward against the blade.

Wind and Gravity Help Erosion

Though the canyon spans an average 10
miles, the river was never that broad, (Mher
forces dte away the walls.  Gravity polled
down loose particles, Winds carved caves in
soft cliffs. The straining roots of swaving
trees dislodped rocks from slopes.  Water ran
into the cracks; froze amd thawed, split ofi
fragments; and water also removed  soft
strita, leaving hard layers as overhanging
leslges, which eventually tumbled down.

Rains battering the sparsely  vezetated
Inndscape removed more soil in 20 minules
than an entire sefson’s precipitation in sreener
rerions.  No matter how big the boulder, ero-
stve forces fnully ground it into pleces, and
the river carried away the debris.

Erosion’s most starthing handiwork occurs
un the north wall. AN rain there runs. off
into the canyon; most of that on the south
flows away from the canvon., Consequently,
the North Rim has been cut hack 215 times
as fnr as the South.

Did yvou ever hear of deer jams?  Grand
Canvan has them. At timez our Rocky Moun-
tain mule degr browse beside the rim roads,
causing traffic hicards

Visiting motorists catch sight of a deer, jam
on ‘the brakes, and pile out of cars with
cameras in hamd.  Other drivers stop one by
ane, until lines of cars block the highway in
ath directions, No one thinks of parking
off the road or closing the cir doors.

Finally a car rounds a turn and, unable
in pass or stop in time, rams the line-up.
Juch is a deer jam,.

Visitors occasionally see a pronghorn ante-
lope within the park. This noble animal is
as American as the Indian, for it is found
nowhere save in North America,

Pronghorns have such keen vision that mow-
ing objects s much as four miles away can
excite their curiosity. Hunters used to lure
them into bullet range by waving o handker-
chief on & gun barrel or upright stck.

Pronghorn (hitrups Auto

I know of no American wild andmal that
outruns the pronghorn, Once ranger-naturalist
Joe Bryan and T were driving in the volcanic
aren southeast of ithe park. A pronghorn on
the slepe of a cinder cone suddenly took off,
running strajght for the rowd ahead of us.
Hoping to avoild a collision, Joe stepped on
the gas, but the pronghurn was swilter than
he thought. Arriving a split second aheard
of us, the animal cleared the rosd with whal
lonked like an 18-foat leap, stopped abruptly,
atied whitled abowit to sture ns we brecded by,

“Never do it ngain,” [ teld Joe. *I'd
rather try to beat an express train to a ¢ross-
ing.”

On oour return we met another: propghom
eager 10 test our speed.  RKeeping an eve on
us, he ran parallel to the road. Joe asked me

Wild Donkevs Disturh Mules

“Wild burras!”

Uttered by a professional guide, the cry
electrified o party of mule riders that 1 hap-
pened to be traveling with recently.

Az we {ollowed the guide's pointing arm,
we counted seven little donkeys o mile dis-
tant.  Movement alone distingoishid  them
from shadowy rocks and plants. Any doubt
about their identity faded when a violent
hechaw shattered the canyvon’s quiet.  Suoch
were the aooostics that the burro sounded
unly vards away.

Our hyvbrid mounts stopped, pricked up
their ears, and faced the ause of their dis-
fjuiet,

No animal §s better suited G arouse visitors”
svinpinthy than the moffensive little burro, o
wild descendant of the faithful donkeve
brought in by old-time prospeciors. New-
comers express indignation when they Jeamn
that we cansider the wild burro an exoric and
i nuisnce,
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“Why do vou condemn the poor little bur-
rosF’ they ask. “Why not track down thosé
killers, the mountuin lions#"”

Well, for poe thing, the burros multiply,
eat up the sparse wegetation, aml pollute
water holes until deer and bighorn sheep can-
not get a drink, By the time Grand Canvan
Nuationnl Park was created in 1910, herds
of wild burros had virtually destroyed the
nitural  vegetation on the Tonmto Platform.

Deer May Starve for Loack of Lions

The “hloodthirsty™ mountain Hon that kills
the “innocent” deer is one of Nature's instru-
mients for keeping her affaire in order. During
the times when grazing woas permitted in the
Kaibab forest, professional hunters were en-
gaged to kill off the predatory animals so as
to prévent the lies of domestic stock, As &
result, deer multiplied bevond the mnge's
capacity to support them.

Therefore, kill off mountain lions, and deer
become so numerous they deplete the mnge,
Rearing on hind leggz as high ss they oan
reach, thev crop off the Jower branches of the
juniper tre and the ¢liiif rose. That food
pone, they grow thine and some die of hunzer.

A prime target of the starvipg deer is the
voung &spen tree.  One of the first trees o
come back after 0 lorest fire, the aspen covers
burnid patches, prolectmg the soil from ero-
son (page (26). Spruce and fir saplings
spring up in the aspens’ shelter.  When the
shurt-lived aspens die, the coniférs take over
and form the magnibcent chimax forest whose
vegetation represents the hiphest type that
can be supported by this region™s climate.

so—po mountain lions, too many deer: no
aspens, no climax forest.

Lacking forest, the lamd érodes, the water
tthle drops. amd a different landscape resulis,
all for lack of a predator to keep the deer
in balance;

Foxes Help Save the Century Plant

Strange as il may seem, the park’s weird
and miagnificent century plant might not exist
without protection of the prav  fox, one
predator himiting the number of squirrels,

plint because they never seemed to live long
cnourh’ to see a voung plonted spechmen
bloom.

(i the pilot's prders, the men jumped out into
a T¥mile-an-hour wind, They did not Enow
where they were heading, but the: lights of a
town (Grand Canvon community ) faded out
dramatically as they dropped below its Jevel,

Cruickshank Injured a foor when landing
om o slope and dared not move sntil mormng.
Goldblum, whose parachute caught in the
arm of a jagzed cliff, decided to sleep where
he was: davlight zhowed him that had he
remover] the harnes he would have falien
1,200 feet into the Colorado, Embanks, land-
ing safelv on the Tonto Plutform, spresd his
parachute s a signal to senrchers,

Deier Trucks Guide Rescuers

Om the next day Cruickshank, using a tree
hranch az a crutch, got together with Gold-
bWlum, They discovered o spring and drank,
using shoes as cups.  After spending the night
i a small cave, they spotted Embanks’s sig-
nal and made their way up to him,

On the fourth day smoke bombs told the
men they hod been sighted. K rations, hlun-
kets, and canteéens were dropped the fifth duy.
The flvers waited oot five more days in com-
paralive ease,

S0 rugyed i3 this country that it took search
parties five dayvs to bring out the lost men
An impassable side canyon defeated a well-
equipped rescue party that set out from the
South Rim., An aerial reconnanissance of the
North Rim offered a clue, n talus slope Treak-
ing the perpendicular Redwall limestone. This
news wns relaved to ranger Ed Lows, who
joined Dr, Ao AL MacRa¢ on the North Rim,

Descending from Point Sublime to o spot
ubove the slope, Laws and MacRae searched
the rockslide with field glasses, but no pas-
sagge apperred until they spolted deer tracks
close by, These lerd the redcoe party down
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the slope to g spring, thence down the Red-
wall and into the fivers’ camp. New shoes
had to be parachuted to injured Goldblum
lwefore he could walk out.

In contrast to these hardships, visitors can
look down ioto the canvon's lost world from
their hotels” rim-side windows.

Une of myv favorite views is the panorama
from Desert View Watchtower, a simulated
Indian ruin on East Rim Drive (pape 621).
Looking out ol the tower, [ can et the porge
of the Little Colorado, which flows into the
parent strenm north of Cape Salitude.

Beyvond the Little Colorado lies the Painted
Decert, # wasteland that changes hues with
the receding sunlight. The Navajos, whose
reservation extemds across northeastern Ari-
zona, winder throngh the PPainted Desert with
their flocks of sheep. In 18367 the Navajos
numbered n Httle more than 7,000, Today
the tribe has multiplied bevond 30,000, Talk
about the vanishing American!

Navajo Mountain, o sacred spot to Indians,
can often b seen from the tower, thoueh it
lies 85 miles away, half in Arfizona, half
Utah., Chloser by, Shadow Mountain's dark
cinder cone looks as If It were alwavs i clowd
shadow, no matter what the sun’s angle.

Fifty miles: to the south, the volcanic-built
san Francisen Peaks, Arizona’s highest, rise
12,670 feet. Action in the San Franciseo vol-
canic field occurred in such geologically recent
times that Indian ruins hive beon found be
neath the ash of Sonset Crater. Tree rings
tell us that the Indians cut the beams for
their houses in the yvear 1064,

Old-timers Buoilt “Cheapest Fenee®™

Down in the gorge below the Wutchtower
I can =¢e the point where the old Tamner
Trail crosses the only ford in Grond Canyon,
This crossing wans once known as Horse Thief
Ford, in reference to its use by outlaws who
ran stolen horses hetween Arizoma and Utah.

High above the river, Walhalla Plateau juts
out like a peninsula from the North Rim.
Girded by -sheer chiffs, it is connected to the
mainland by o narrow neck, To fence in
Walhalla’s 25,000 wacres, old-time cattlemen
closed the meck of land with hali a mile of
bharbed wire, reputedly the cheapest fence ever
built to enclose so large an aren.

Ta the Indians, Grand Canvon meant food,
water, and shelter. We have catalogued <ome
600 of their sites within the park’s 1,000
srjuare miles.
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But we have oo lack of live Indians. Some
200 Hopis, Havasupais, Walapais, and Nav-
ajos work in Grand Canyvon commumity,

The Fred Harvey company retains about
130 Hopis, mastly as bellboys, maids, and
kitchen help, One of the most incongruous
sights in the canyon is E] Tovar Hotel's Hopi
bellbay in his blue-velvetzen jacket and bright
headband running a0 vacuum cleaner across
the lobby carpet, _

Grand Canyon National Park encloses the
home of the Havasupais, possibly the smallest
and certainly the most isolated Indian reser-
vation in the United States: (pages 603-607 ).,
A few square miles in a side canyon support
the tribe of some 370 members®

Havasupais are nol celebrated as warriors,
philosophers, dancers, or artisis, but they
know a good thing when they see it, and
that is Supai, the tribe’s headquarters,

Havasupais Work Little, Fret Less

In o green valley surrounded by red stone
walls, Supai is a sort of lost world where no
one worries tuoch nbout the hydrogen bomb
of anything else,

Avoiding the heat of the day, the Hava-
supais 1l their farms no more than they
have to, but they work hard at having a
vooel time. Horseback riding. card games,
rodeds. sweat haths, and idle conversation
fill their davs. So far ps [ can tell, they
suffer just two indignities: boyvs must go 10
school and thefr fathers muast buy licenses
to humt.

From a boy's point of view, Supai musi
be a utopia. When scarcely more than two
vears old he leamns to swim and ride, and
no elder tells him oy,  Football and base-
ball absorh his afterncons,

About twice a month the tribal council
presents a movie in the schoolhouse, Cow-
boy dramas are favorites: Indlm pictures
rock the wuditorium with cheers and vells

Havasupais on the trail sometimes vell just
tey hear their cchies bounce off cinvon walls,
Within the villuge the bravs of mules, barks
of dogs, and crows of masters make similar
reverheriations,

Supai hies at the end of one of the star
rotes—those maintained by private contrac-
tors. Foster Marshall, o Havasupai, is the
mailman, and if you want to visit Supai he
will haul you in his truck across 33 bumpy
miles from Grand Canyvon community to Hill-
top, start of the 14-mile Topocoba Trail,
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There mail sacks are transierred (o the
back of a horse. Could these sacks reveal
their contents, yvou would see cowhoy boots,
spurs, guitars, boxing gloves, fujitsy inglruc-
tione, and other mail-order goods that fascl-
mate the young men.

Marshall introduces vour guide, a voung
Indian. who points o your mount, a pony
s0 lean amd sad-eved you hesitate to burden
him with wvour weizght.

Topocoba Trail no more than rounds o
corner before it starts plunging down the
switchbacks of Lee Canyon, [ts sharp tums,
steep grades, and vawning chasms hold no
terror to equal fis “paving"—loose, slippery
rocks.  But vour pony never advances until
he bz sure of his footine.

A= vou reach level ground, you find vour
trowbles omly beginning. Your pupde, in the
lead, has a friend mounted behind vou, and
this man, hoping to speed vour amrival, con-
tinually Aogx vour pony with the end of a
rope. The result Is a spine-jarring hali-walk,
half-gallop.

You woncler what all the hurry is ‘about.
Later vou learn: the Indians want to get
home o saddle fresh mouonts so thev can
take their alternoon gallop through the village.

Hovasu Creek Bursis Out of Ground

For nabout 12 miles the trafl follows a dry
wash through spectacular canyvon walls. Then
suddenly the barren country bursts into green.
Springs gushing out of gravel give birth to
Hovasu Creek, the lifeblood of Supad village.
Twin diversion ditches water fruit orchards,
farms, and pastures. In springtime cotlon-
wood trees, the Indians’ source of firewood
and corral pusts, cast fluffy seed-benring para-
chutes to the breesc.

Dan Honna is the tribe's official greeter.
His title, of all things, is tourist manager.
Sypal, Grand Canvon's hideaway Eden, en-
courages travelérs for the revenue they bring.

Last spring the village counted a score of
stranigers.  Some lodged in the hospital or
the new hostel.  Others camped out beneath
moon and stars in the Hovasu Canyon.  There
at evening they enjoved the canvon wren's
startling but melodicus song dnd Havasu
Creek's pureling lullaby.

A double guonsel hut, whose sections were
flown in by helicopter and reassembled, serves
as the Episcopal chapel. Laetitia Viele, for-
merly of Buffaly, New York, is the fieldworker
in charge.

*Transportation from Hilltop is so costly "
Mist Viele said, “that 1 had to pay §77 to
bring in my gas refrigerator; but, no matter
what the price, the machine has done wonders
for my morale. Iee cream made in the (reex-
ing chest has solved the problem of getting
bovs amd girls to attend choir practice.”

Medicine Mun Helps Missionary

Ac the villige's volunteer nurse, Misz Viele
has a rival but not an enemy in the medicing
man, who shokes rattles to treat the sick.

“But he's sensible; he cooperates when it's
necessary,” she said, “Once I gave sulia tab-
lets to a =erivusly ill patient to be tzken every
four hours, Would vou believe it! The
medicine man lent the patient his walch so
she could time the dose”

Havasuy boys consider it a privilege to drive
the wvillage tractor. Gift of an implement
company, the machine was disnssembled and
packed in. Now it doe< nearly all the plow-
ing once performed by horses.

Mres. Marian Collins, wife of the resident
Indinn agent, conducts sewing classes,

“We have 15 women taking lessons,” che
safd, “but only & few can meet at the same
time because we have no more than {our ma-
chines. Right now the girls are getting ready
for our spring style show,”

Women love to play cards in the heat of
the afternoon, and $o do the men i they are
not occupled in the sweat baths,

The Havasupal sweat lodge Is'a low conical
hut set partly in, partly out of the ground.
Fire-hot stones carried into the lodge and
doused with cold water give rise toy clouds
of choking steam,

Douglas W. Schwartz, o voung archeologist
digming into the ruins near Supai, describes
the Indinn sweat lodge as hotter than the
Turkish lpth,

“T shafl pever forget my frst bath,'" he
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aaid. “About the time [ thought I cooldn't
stand the steam any more, the Indians started
singing, and then | learned they had to sing
three more songs before it was polite to leave.
About halfway through each song they poured
more witer on the rocks, [ thought the ordeal
witllel never end. To get a gasp of fresh afr,
I put myv head againgt the ground.

“When 1 hnoally escaped from the hut, T
lelt so parboiled 1 could have stuck a fork
in mysell, As I lay panting. others went
mto the lodge, When they emerged; my
Indian companion said, ‘Lets po in again,’
Not until then did I learn that 1 faced three
more sessions of four songs each.”

(érund Canyon has nol given up all s
secrets and mysteries, To this day new won-
ders are heing discovered,

I recall Barry M, Goldwater’s having nsked
me, “Louie, do vou know anything about a
natural stone bridge in Nankoweap Canvon
below. Foint Imperial?”

As g United States Senator from Arizona,
Mr. Goldwater has 4 specinl interest in Grand
Canyon, the outstanding wonder in his State.
Having flown over Nankowedp Canvon sev-
érnl times; the Senator told me, he felt sure
he had sighted such a bridge.

I bad tv confess 1 had never heard of the
phenomenon, nor did our records report one,
Viery few persuns have ventured into wild
Nunkowenp Canyon since Major Powell’s
party surveved the North Rim basin in the
latter part of the 19th century.

Exploration by Helicopter

To =atisfy his curiogity, Senator Goldwater
lnst October 30 made a helicopter Innding in
the basim, together with his pilot, Bob Gal-
breath. A 6-hour hike covering four rugged
miles took them o a searing natural bridge,
Carved out of the Redwall limestone by a
fork of Nankoweap Creek, the bridge ap-
peared to be 200 feet high and fully as wide
(piage H18).

“1 sat there and wondered,” the Senator
sald, “whether any other white man had pazed
upan the sight from so close a vantage
paint. ...

“Tn the distance, a dry waterfall towered
aliove the creek’s dusty stream bed.”

What a picture that waterfall must presemt
in =pring when snow waters are cascading
hundreds of feet!

Bruges, the City the Sea Forgot

Belgium's Chief Port and World-trade Center in Medieval Days
Relives Its ast in Brilhiant; Reverent Pageantry

E SEA gives nnd the sea tukes away.
I Five centuries ago ships brought goords
from all the known world to the busy
docks of Bruges on the flat Flanders plain.
The bourse of the canal-girt Venice of the
North set the exchange for all Europe.
Then sand choked the city off from the sea,
antd ships and the world abandoned Bruges
to dreams of past glory (map, page 634).
But what Briges lost in trade the world
gained in art. For the receding tide of com-
merce Ieft the somnolent city to grow old
gracefully among its canals; today Bruges
remiins a nearly perfect example of the mesdi-
eval city in architecture and atmosphere,

Night Reveals City at lis Best

T am glad that 1 first saw Bruges by night.
As [ walked through the slesping town, my
footsteps echoed in the quiet, narrow strees,
The greenish-vellow light of gas  lamps
gleamed on the stone pavements, but as |
approached the canals the street lamps were
dark and the serrated sables of the old houwses
rose blick against the amber sky glow of
the illuminated canals,

When 1 turned the last darkened street
cormmer and came outl on the quays, 1 saw a
fantastic sight. In the glassy black water
of the canal, spires and towers and gables
hung upside down in perféct amber-anid-blue
reflection. House windows along the canal
refllected the soft light in glistening rectangles,
and weepitg willows trailing their long fronds
in the canal drew wavering lines of light on
the water. In the background rose the dimly
lighted tower of the Bellry (poge 632),

Fach summer and sutumn the principal
buildings and the canals of Bruges are illumi-
pated from nightfall uwotil midnight. The
engineers luve done o masterly job of paint-
ing ‘with light in two colors onlyv: the amber
of godium wapor and the bluish-white of
mercury, which sometimes photographs green.

Along the canals glided sizht-seeing boats
with noiseless underwater exhuusts. The boat-

men's wvoices, expluining the sights, echoed
from the stone arch of a bridge, one of 82
that span the city's canals.

Across one end of the lagoon called the
Lake of Love, a multinrched bridee, lighted
in-amber, hung like a solden caterpiliar over
the still water and touched legs with its in-
verted counterpart below,

When 1 tried later to make time exposures
of the night illumination, the boats tmade
photography  difficult. 17 one passed while
the shutter was open; it leit a blur of light
an the film, and the reflections of the lighted
buildings would break up in its agitated wake.

I had to wait until the beats stopped run-
ning, a little before midnight, Buor at 13,
firemen on bicycles rode round the canals and
turned off the lights. So T vsually had about
15 minutes in which to make pictures—but
first 1 had to wait untll the disturbanee left
by the craft had died down and the reflections
were motionless again.

Onee T wadted a long time, my camera on
a tripod, until the reflections stopped trem-
bling. then opened the shutter, When the
exposure was nearly complete, 5 swan gluded
out of the shadows of the bridge, pushing a
bow wave thut formed o glassy rope of oringe
light roumnd its Lireast,

Swans Linked with History

Swinns have swum on the canals of Broges
since 1488. That was the year the towns-
people finally loat patience with Pieter Lang-
hals, a c¢ruel henchman of Maximilian of

Austiria, and, after a short trial, tortured and
beheaded bim in the town sguare. Legend

has it that when Maximilian later returned
to power, he ordered the people to atone for
the crime by keeping “long-necks"” (fanghals)
on city eanals a1 public expense forever.

To this day, the bakers of Bruges prepare
loaves each day for the town swpns, City
firemen pedal round and feed the birds. which
bear the city's mark on their beaks (pages
632 und 630).
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One day T climbed the 363
s{epis to the top of the Beliry
of Bruges, then clambered
up A ladder to beams where
lung the bells of the tower's
ciaritlon. Helow me a parly
of British tounsts clattered
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up the stairs.  Abowve the
chatter I heard a clipped,
cultivater] woice ask, ““What
exactly is it a belfry o™
A good guestion. For
Bruges's heautitul bell tower,
which stonds m the Market
squure. rises from no church
ar town hall. [t was begun
in 1281, an the ruins of an
older wwer destroved by five,
lo house the charters thot

eranted  Independence  pnd
privileges 1o the city. In an alcove haliway
up the tower the docoments were kept in
strofghoxes biehind double wrovseht-iron gates
(poyge 6353, Chties of the Middle Ages peal-
oosly guarded their privileges awd autonomy
and felt strongly their individuality as city-
stitles,

At the Belfrv's bpse, the Halle served as
a warehouse o store the cargoes 0f ships.

which could sail right up to the sguare.  The
Belfry stamds on piles sunk into the stream
bied; with the weight of years the tower has
leaned slightly from the perpendiculor:

The wower housed & great bell that rang to
warn the town of dangeér oF on oocasions of
ereal rejoliing. Watchmen kept vizil on the
high battlements for the approach of enemies
of outbrenks of fire
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Bruges, the City

That was the one in the church tower next
to my hotel. Beginning every morming before
7. it shook the windows for 20 minutes.

Seen from the top of the Heliry, Bruges
unfolds like the famous |ith-century map of
the city by Gerards. The streets. marked
by rows of gables, wander toward the perim-
eter of the oval-shaped city, and canal waters
ciitch the light among the dark breick build-
ings. Quadrangles of green murk churchyards
anil comvents, and the outer cnnul encircles the
city with a liguid band.

Bevond, the fiat plain of Flonders, its towns
and cities marked b spires, looks as two-
dimensional from this height as the landscape
in an old Flemish tapestry. Ship canals 1o
Ostend and Zeebrogee, grooves Nlled with
light, run to the honzon.

The heart of Bruges beats in the Beliry,
and the heart of Flanders as well, For at
on# time the name Flanders meant Bruges
and its environs alone. The city still is the
polestar of the Flemings, and it is more com-
man there to hear and see the Flemish name
of Brugge than the French equivalent.

Even today, nearly 700 vesrs after its build-
ing, the Belfry of Bruges dominates the city.
When I flew in a small airplane over the tiled
roofs, the Bellry rose up over the curving
streets and threads of water like the gnomon
of a sundial, its straight black shadow lving
acroes the red rools as il to mark the vears
that puss with gentle touch over the old town.

Largest Ships Onee Called

From the air 1 looked out over the flat,
furtile plain to the North Sea, 9 miles away.
In the 5th century all this part of the couast
lay beneath the sen. When the sea receded,
it left many crecks, arms; and estunries.  Into
the head of the langest, the Zwin, emptied i
small stream flowing from Bruges, The Zwin,
nearly 4 miles wide at its mouth, enabiled the
larpest ocean-going vessels to sail rght up
to the city sites.

But the small stream (today lost n the
canals) brought very little current into the
head of the Zwin, and, as the years passed,
sined began o close the upper end of the
sea arm.  Despedraft vessels could then go
no further than Damme, 3 miles from Bruges.
There they transferred their cargoes to barges
that sailed to the foot of the Helfry to unloid
merchandise into the Cloth Hall warehouse,
under the bell tower.

By the end of the 14th century Bruges

the Sea Forgot 639

was at the height of its wealth and splendor
ps a worid-trade center, and its ouler port
of Damme sprouted a forest of mast=.  Ships
fiving the Rages of many lands brought all
manner of goods. Warehouses were filled with
sitk, cloth of gold, spices, drugs; cotton; pearls,
fruits, precious metals; leather, lumber, amber,
furs, ofl, gold ingots, and wined, Extréemely
important wae the wine trade with France,
which also sent paper, salt, oil, and hemp.

Bruges re-sxported all these, as well as
dried and salted fish, arms, butter, beer, and
animals such as bears, parrots, lions, and man-
kevs, but, most of all, the famed Flemish
cloth, woven in Flanders of English wool.

Bruges atteacted merchants from all over
the known world, The powerful Hanseatic
League held strong interests there, and 15
nations had consulates in the city, which grew
to 335,000 inhabitants,

Dante Wrote of Early Canuls
A canal Tock with gates had been built in

[lnmme as early as the 12th century, and so
famous did the region become for iz canals
and sluicewsvs that Dante wrote of it in
Canto XV of his /nferno. Speaking of the
Seventh Circle of Hell, he said the hank on
which he walked between the crimson river
and the desert of burning sand held hack
the waters;

“Ag the Fleming: between Wissant and
Bruges; deéading the Qood that rushes toward
them, make their bulwark to repel the sea."

At Damme was bom, according to legend,
Till Euleénspiegel, the medieval jokester. He
anitl his companion, Lamme Goedzak, were o
sort of Teutonic Quixote and Sancho Pane,
though Eulenspiegel, far from bemng nn ideal-
istic dreamer, hoodwinked and badgered inn-
keepers, priests, and princes.

Uniler the Dukes of Burgundy Bruges ac-
quired a court surpassed by few in the world
in splendor.  Painters, sculptors, and  gold-
smiths, always sensitive to a large court with
its rich patrons, flocked to the city.

So splendidly attived were the women of
Brioges that when Queen Jeanne of France
came 1o the city, she looked st the mass of
women turmed out o her honor and sadd
bitterly: “1 thought that 1 slone was queen,
but here | see hundreds of them around me.,"

William Caxton Hved in Bruges as 3 mer-
chant for some 35 yeiars and learned the
printing trade either there or at Cologne.
Later he returnedd to England to-set up that
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country's first printing press, at Westmiuster.

In the house of a fomily named Vin der
Buerze merchants met to efect exchange trans-
actions. One theory is that the French form
of the family name, Bourse, was the arigin
of the term as a synonvim for money exchange.

But inexorably the sandbanks advanced.
The Zwin had become a pilot's nightmare,
and ite last practicable port was Sluis, in
what is today the Netherlands, In time that
port had to be abandoned, too, after the frst
ship had run aground there in the middle of
the 15th century.

Three centuries of prosperity were drawing
to a close for Bruges, and shipe and mer-
chants began to move o Antwerp, where 4 big
harbor presented no shipping obstacles.

But the people of Bruges did not give up
without a strugsle, They built locks and
dug canals to trv to fight the advancing sand,
In 1546 a Flemish painter, Lanceloot Blon-
deel, put forth n plan so daring thut the
conservative merchants, taken aback, voted
it down. Yet the scheme would have been
the salvation of Bruges had it been carried
out In time,

Blondesl proposed to abandon the attemprs
to flush the sand out of the Zwin, He wanted
to cut a canal straight across country to the
North Sea, to emerge on the coast between
Knokke and Heist. Three hondred nnd nity
vears linter this was finally done, and Bruges
had an outlet to the sea al Zeebrugpe, scene
of & famous World War 1 battle (page 653
and map, page 634 ).

City Houses Art Treasures

Despite the wars and revolutions that swopt
over Bruges, the city was such an incredibly
rich treasure house of art that enough re-
mained to dazzle travelers of succeerling cen-
turies.

Masterpieces of painting hang in the Munic-
fpal Museum, in St. John's Hospital (page
646), and in churches and private houses.
Curiously, of the most famous Flemish paint-
ers at Bruges, none (= known to have heen
Born there, But Jan van Evek. Memling, Van
der Weyden, Hugo van der Goes, and many
others born elsewhere came o Bruges.

It was the custom of the Flemish burghers
to commission a painting of & holy subiject and
to have themselves included as one of the fig-
ures of the composition. A famous portrait
of 1 donor appéars in the painting by Jan
van Eyck commissioned by Canon Joris van
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der Paele in 1436, At the right of the Virgin
andd Child kneels the canon, whose {at and
fabby face, with lts double chin und pelwork
of corded veins anil wrinkles, s depicted with
marvelous reabsm,

Not long ago a physician examined the por-
trait of the canon. He said he was certain
that the man had been newrsighted and “did
himeelf rather too well,™ as the English used
lo say of gouty country squires,

Later research haz revealed that one of
the canon’s gresiest household expenditures
was for enormous quantities of Burpumdy,
and that he did indeed indulge in good living,
That the doctor's diagnosis across five cen-
tiries wns correct was a tribute not only to
the medical man's skilliul professional eye
but also to the fidelity of the puinter’s
portrail,

Squares Named for Artists

The Brugenis love of puinting and liternture
f= evident in the public monuments of the city.
Both Membing and Van Eyck have squares
named for them, with statues (opposite),
and another famous statue i of Guido Gezelle,
st loved of Flemigh poete Tt was refreshing
to fimd a city where all the monuments were
not to military men.

Though both Flemish and French are offi-
cial linguages in Belgium, one heéars far more
Flemish spoken in Bruges than French. In
modern Belgium the ald domain is divided into
the provinces of West and East Flanders, with
Bruges s capital of the former.

Most Flemings spweak French as well as
Flemvish, but few French-speaking Walloons
have a command of the Flemish tinguoe.

Flemish is written the same as Duotch,
though the two langumges are pronounced
sutmewhat differently, An English- or Ger-
man-speaking person can sometimes pick up
words or the peneral drift of Flemish, and it
i= not very difficult for such people to read
simple pubbc signs

Flemish has a rapid, businesshike, and
virile 2ound. and 1 like to hear it spoken,
particilarly in some dark-paneled cafe where
solid-looking citizens sit over mugs of heer.
looking like subjects Peter Paul Rubens might
have painted. As a matter of fact, Rubens
used to frequent a Bruges cafe that still
stands, and i looks like 12 Rubens cafe.

Almast every schoolboy knows the Tines of
Caesar’s Gallic War which state that all Gaul
is divided into three parts and those which
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describe the peaple of these regions, sayving:
“Of all ... the Belgae are the bravest.” HBut
he probably does not remember that the
Romans also noted that the Belmians were
hospitable and drank beer. Tacitus wrote:
“For drink: they use the lguid distilled from
barley or wheat, after fermentation has given
it o certnin resemblance o wine”

Pieter Broegel's lusty canvases, such as
“The Wedding Feast." do not depict scenes
of & long-dead ern.  Except for costames and
eetting, such groups could be painted today
from renl life, because the Flemings now as
then are lovers of good food, good drink. and
a hearty good time. But, most of all, the
people of Flanders love beer.

Giant Horses Puoll Drays

Beer Aows more readily than water in
Bruges: the meandering canals move much
more slowly than the spouting pmber streams
of a thousand taps. There is dark beer, light
beer, golden beer, rubvered beer, blond beer
ive beer, wheat beer, barley beer: beer of 4-
E-. and even 12-percent alcoholic content.
Burghers drink it in the morning, ai midday,
and in the evening, comsuming about 30 gal-
lons per person a year, nearly three times the
amount drunk by the Germans.

Belgian brewers’ drays, londed with fat bar-
rele. are drawn by handsome, gigantic ‘Hra-
bantine horses, which are among the world's
finest draft animals. Drays and horses rum-
bling and rattling over the poaving stones
remind the American of early Baltimore or
New York.

The Brugeois—iather, mother, and the chil-
dren—love to sit at cafe tables (outside on the
terrnce in fine wenther). There are nearly 500
cafes in Bruges, from small, narrow hideawayvs
with four tables to bigz, elnborate cafes with
100 tables, equipment for various ames, and
chess players deliberating over boards in the
COFTET.

What do the Belgians eat with their beer?
Fried potatoes. Since my wvisit 1o Belgium,
French fried potatoes have become Belzian
fried potatoes for me (page 638). 1 found
I had not really tasted fried potatoes until
| went to Belrium. Al restayranis in Broges
vou are nol asked it you want them; they
caome nutomatically with every meal, Stran-
gers sometimes ask Tor potatoes, and the
waiter says, a bit impatiently;

“Yes, ves, but what would 'yvou like for
vigetabless”

But they must be “northerlings." 1 thought
my goodd friend Rafael Dusauchoit was being
overly techmical when he looked ot some {ried
potatoes and =aid. “Won't do: they're souther-
lings,"” but within a2 week or so, under Raf's
gulidance, | could tell the difference easily.

Northerlings come f{rom the fat polders
north of the Bruges-Ostend Canal. This
heavy black soil was once drowned under
the e, nnd it produces rich, vellow potatoes,
South of the canal the soil is sandier and
the tulwers paler.

Whenever | ate fried potatoes in a réstau-
rant, the waiter would carry off the platter ns
soon gs the potatoes began (o cool and bring
i a platterful so hot | could hardly touch
them. He did thie two or three times during
the meal.

Although Belgians love their beer, thev are
wlso devoted to the choicest French wines

“It is our custom,” a Brugeois friend told
me, “lo lay down wines on the birth of a son,
for use when the boy comee of ape.”

When 1 dined at the homes of old Bruges
fumilies, servants served evervibhing but the
wines. This the master of the house did him-
self, rising to pour for each guest. Tn the
absence of the father, this duty devolves upon
the eldest son.

Wines Hidden from Invaders

The Grand Hotel was an elegantly old-
fashioned hostelry on St. Jacobstraat, Built
in 1600, the house sequired Grecian carvitids
nrd a curving Empire staircase for the coming
of the first Napoleon. [ lived in a high-cell-
inged, lnrge-windowed room in which the poet
Longfellow, a friend of the late proprietor's
grandiather, had stayed.

Modame van den Berghe, white-haired chate-
laine, told me how twice, in two wars, German
Army officers had taken over the hostelry.
Twice she had had un alcove of the wine cellar
hurriedly walled up by mas=ons, while the
ramp of boots sounded on the stones outside.

Both times. from 1914 to 1918 and through
the lean years of World War I ocoupation,
the interlopers were unawire that the rirest
vintages, such as a priceless Romande [900,
had been hidden from them.

Bruges fa Morte is [ar from heing dead.
The city wears an engaging air that combines
medieval tranguillity and present-doy  bustle
and industry.  Belgians are hard workers,

and though the Brugeois lowe their spotlessly

In quiet squares ald Iadies still sit at their
doar fronts making lnce. Their lace caps

Yet on the Market Square stands a tool shop
with the higgest collection of machinists’ and
craftsmen’s tools T have ever seen displaved
for =ile in one place, There were caliper rules,
micrometers, ganges, wrenches, and  pliers:

The port of Zeehrugue (Seh-Bruges) stands
a5 the perfect example of Flemish industry and
persistence.  For 400 vears the Brugseois dog-
gedly carried on the fght tu become i great
cegpaort again, aml i 1907 the plan of the
paimter Lanceloot Blondeel, too imaginative
and grand for his time. finally was realized.

T botile up this hornets™ nest, the British
made their famons mid in the early moming
of April 23, 1918, They succeeded in sinkins
blockshipss at the mouth of the canal, while
men o ather <hips “stormed the mole at Zee
brugge™ to write an endving chapler in the
annols of valor in war.

Al the end of the war the retreating Ger-
mins blew up the mole and port works., Re-
butlt, the port saw o mwoderate movement of
ships, though then, ns centuries before, it fnced
difficult competition with neir-by  Antwerp.

When the Germans occupied Zeehrugge the
second time, they pulled down the monument
to the 1918 maid. Allied bombings and Geérman
demolition again left the port o jumble of
riins, but once again Flemish hard work and
perseverance rebuilt the port in record time.®

In a restaurant on the mole at Zeehrupge
I was introduced to a dish nearly everyone eats
along this coast: cold boiled prawns, North
Sef draveers, bringing in catches, heave to
off the mole to boil the prawns on boarl.
Though smiller than some New World shrimp,
North Sea prawns are exceidingly savory,

Mow to Eat Muossels

Mussels and fried potatoes are another
classic. dish on the Flemish coast. The hlue-
black bivalves: which grow on breskwaters and
pilings along this coast, are steamed in a pot
with sliced onions, celery, bay leaves, amd
black pepper. The steaming mussels are eaten
with—needless to say—a platter of fried pota-
toes and ryve bread pnd hutter, washed down
with drv Belgian beer,

wlwitys eat mussels directly from the half shell,
then use the empty shell to scoop up the rich
broth.

For more than eight centuries the Holy
Blood has been preserved in its chapel, ex-
cept in time of war or revolution when some
trusted citizen took the relic home to hide jt
in the walls or other safe place until the re-
torn of peace (page 662 ).

Cnce a year the Holy Blood is carried in
salemn procession round the city. The pro-
cedsion, which goes back to the 14th century,
includes predates and civic leaders and alle-
goricil groups in medieval magnificence.

In 1938 there was presented for the first
time, on the Market Square of Bruges, the
Play of the Holy Blood, or Semgwrs Chrisii.
Father Jozef Boon wrate the play, a dmmatic
pageant which begins with the death of Christ,
re-enacts the bringing of the Holy Blood 1o
Bruges, and traces the city's trinls and tri-
umphs through the Middle Ages and up to the
time of the French Revolution.

S0 suecessful were the seven performances
of 1938 that the town council voted to re-
peat the periormances m 1930, on the eve
of war,

More than 100000 spectators witnessed
each prewar series, and in 1947 the play was
resumed, to be repeated from then on at five-
vear intervals,

Play Hus Cast of 2,500

I saw the performances of August, 1952,
| can only say that | waz overwhelmed by the
dpectacle. The play, which is given in Flem-
ish, takes place at night on a huge stage at the
baze of the Belfry., Two thousamd five hun-
dred citizens take part, either in the pageant
itsell or as part of the 150-piece orchestra
and choir of 300 voices,

The burghers who participated received no
pay. They were firemen, teachers, account-
ants, hakers, shopgirls, carpenters, housewives,
The youngest player was 35 the oldest 75,
One man’s seven son< and davghters appeared
with him.

But the chief actor in the PMlay of the Holy
Blood is the Belfry iself. Omne journalist
wrote 1hat the twwer “wept, lumented, wailed,
refoiced, and mourned.” The play, intensely
muoving in ite own right, would lose much of
ite force withoul the grim symbol of the tower
agaimst the mght sky, alternately dark and for-
bididing and then shiniog with  Jight  amd
PrOmise,

| sat with 10,000 others on henches set up
in the square. The deep-toned triumph hell
of the tower had rung for hali an bour, then
fallen sileot.

now the Play of the Holy Blowd begins,”

From the Beliry sounded three slow beals
of the great bell, then from the topmost turre
came the blare of trumpets, sttenuated to thin
and silvery melody in the night ale. The play
had begun,

Scene Pamnted 1n Light

Az the imperious opening notes of the spe-
cinlly written symphonic score of M, Arthur
Meulemans were played by the orchestra, the
gigantic stage began 1o fll with coloved light,
and angels filed in and massed on the stage,
on the battlements, asnd in every opening
of the old tower.

From a raised control chamber in the center
of the square the stage director and producer,
M, Anton van de Velde, painted the scene with
light. His hands plaved on the giant rheostats
and switches 85 on the kevboard of an over-
siged organ.  The colors grew moare intense,
changerd, and blended, recalling the Belgian
venius with stained glnes as they took on the
vibrant hues of cathedral windows in warm
reds, rich blues, amber, and green.

The first part of the play showed the mob
of Jews harangued by their leader, and the
pitch of emotion rose until the mob broke
away from the stage smd ran, 4 thoasand
strong. o pound on the doors of the povern-
ment palace,

It is this flow of movement, with groups
coming antd going from side streets, Appeuring
at one side or even behind the spectators, in
the authentic séftings of miny of the later
evenits; that gives the play such eveeative
power and realism.

Suddenly, spottighted on the halcony over-
head, Pontius Pilate appeared, Liurel-wreathed
anil disdninful, to call down to the mob:

“What must I do with vour Jesus of Nizi-
reth?"

“Crucify Him! Crucify Him!" The shouts
rose LA foar.

A piercing note of horns, and there appeared
i the spotlight beside Pilate, pale and still,
the figure of Jesus, crowned with thorns and
with His hands tied before Him.

As the procession 1o Calvary filed across the
stage (pages 038 and 639), the music and
gigantic chorns sounded a trogic and somber
mood, and the scene was bathed in dark-red
and blue light.

When Christ and His followers departed,
the stage Alled with the faithful;, angels ap-
peared on the battlements and turretz of the
Beliry, their garments lickering in the wind
and the orange light like flames: and when
Christ met His death the chorus and orches-
tra swelled in & great diapason.

The Belfry shone with light, and Joseph of
Arimathed mounted the steps to the foot of
the 30-foot crucifix and raised the Grail 10
catch the blood of Christ.  So ended the first
part of the Play of the Holy Blood,

Immediately the second part, o picture of
medieval Bruges at the apoges of her splendor,
followed. The trumpets sounded, and the
staghe and tawer filled with mailed knights who
stoil with red-crossed  shields in pools of
blood-red light.

Watchmen monned the lookout fowers on
the Beliry ps a swelling chorus sang.

“Flanders, my country, arize! Hroges,
wike ap oand live again!™ aml an enormous
walilen banner besring the black-nnd-red rmmgp-
ant Flemish lion was slowly hoisted up the
front of the Beliry (page 657).

The applause was depfening, for, though
peaple come from all over the world 10 see the
play, there was a grest mass of patriotic Flem-
ings in the audience, Watchmen went through
the ritunl cries of closing the gates of the city

Dheilerik of Alsace rode in with the chaplain
beside him carrying the precious eylinder of
the Holy Blood. So came the Sanguis Christ
o Bruges in the vear 1150,

As the burgomaster received the Count, the
people roared a welcome and the stage filled
to a gloriows apotheosis a5 the music rose, The
scone grew dazeling with light, movement, and
color a3 the people woved fags and shouted.
still more horsemen, two by two, cantered
into- the squure; pages on foot coarried faring
torches.  The whale tableau became suffused
with light, ringing bells, and joyous singing,
and took on the glowing colors of a living
Flemish primitive.

City Rises from Destruetion

The finul portion of the play began with the
stage and tower in darkness, relieved by ravs
of livid green dight that picked out tattered
blick hanners, The scene was lold many years
later, and again the walchmen cried out, this
time in horror.  For the French Revolutionists
were upprogching, and the saored relic must be
hidden, “The mob rushed in, woving ban-
ners and spears, disheveled women began to
dance the carmagnole, and smoking red flares
broke out all over the tower. As cannon
boomed and rockets hissed and flew, Bruges
wits burming {opposite ).

Having sacked the city, the rebels departed,
and amidst the chaos the Virgin Mary ap-
peared and called on the people of Broges to
rillly and begin anew (page 6603, The play
ended on o note of triumph, with the stage
filling wath penrdy 2,000 brillinntly  Lghted
ligures. and the great triumph bell beating
in the night.

The Hard-workine Beaver, Sometimes a Pest, Turns Hig Enginecring

Taleats to the Conservation of Soil and Water

IGH in Arieona’™ rugeed Mogollon
H Rim coontry, a sharpness in the air

forecast autumn snows and the end
of outdoor activity. Each day the mountains
shrugreed 0ff contz of morning frogt with ine
crensing difficuliy.

Construction gangs working on a dam’ in
the valley below raced against winter's deqd-
line, Some felled trees:  Others dug a canal
to float logs to the main camp. Divers, highly
skilled, fAtted timbers into a stream-bed foun-
dation, filling the chinks with mud snd stone.

No painted sign advertised the fact that
this dom was being built by small brown
animals under auapices of the Anzona Gume
and Figh Commission.  Yet the beavers, the
tireless engineers of the Mogollon Rim, were
working for State Conseérvation officials as
surely as if they had been on the payroll,

Beavers Moved to New Homes

These particular beavers were brought to
Arizong uplinds by the State's wildlife com-
mission in an animal transplant spurred by
the demands of frite farmers in the vallevs.

Farmers have sometimes had harsh things:

1o say phout Cortor canndensis, the beaver.
The animal will dam an irngation ditch as
quickly as a stream, and he is fully capuble of
chopping down half a dozen voung fruit trees
in a single night. For cut be will, and build
hie s,

His inroads on irrigation ditches  could
haeedly be felt more severely than in water-
ecarce Artzona.,  Almost all of the State’s
fielids of alialfa, citrus, cotton, ami wheat
owe their existence to o irrigation.

Once the chubby rodent finds a suitable
spot o an frrigation ditch, he sets up house-
keeping with o tenacity that defies ax and
dyvnamite alike. Only death can stop his
building.

Rather than tisk open warfure by furmers
aeminst fow-protected beaver, Arizona officials
decided to put Caster and his ¢lan. to work
on mon’s side rather than against him.  The
plan  called for relocation of “pusonce”
benyvers in remote  wilderness areas, whitre
the animal's engineerimg talents would create

dams to conserve water instead of blocking
irrigation ditches and destroying orchirds,

Thus began Anzona's Operation Beaver
Lift, executed in the field by Howand Borne-
man, a velernn wildlife worker.

My wile and 1 met “Barney” Borneman
by chance while photographing wildlife in
the foothills of Arizona's White Mountains.
We found him in the process of trapping a
nuisance beaver, the fGrst step in Cperation
Beaver Lift,

He wsed a simple trap that seemed to be
little more than two hinged wire baskets
When sprung, the halves snap together, en-
closing  the animal without harming  him
(page 672),

As bait, Barnev offered tempting  aspen
hark: slivers, a favorite food of the beaver
family. ‘Then, tearing a hole in a near-by
beaver dam, he placed the trap at the break.
about eight inches deep in the water,

"Put it any deeper snd the beaver'll
drown,” he expluined.

When the beaver soes the water level drop.
ping in the tummels to hizs lodge, Harney
comtinued, hi explores until he finds the break
in the dom, As he begine repairs, his hind
font wsually springs the trap.

Ear Tags Truce Migratons

Farney tags each eaplive by crimping a
small metal disk into one ear. A number on
the disk identifies the beaver, and a check of
the records Tevenls his length, width of tail,
length of hind foot, dote and place of capture,
and release aren:

Once tagged, beavers are ready for relocs-
tion. If they should ever be caught aeain,
the record would supply useful information
such as age, rrowlh, and extent of wandering.

During the last 10 years Arizona guthori-
ties have celocatod more than 300 beavers.
especially in the central and southeastern
pearts of the State. Oficials expres enthusi-
astic approval of the resulis

In the wild Mogollon Rim country, for
exumple, the animals have not only surviverd
but prospered,  Whereseeps trickled in spring-
time, benver dams now store water,  Where
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topsoil wished away during beavy rains, lush
meadows now grow. Where prass previously
wiis parched by midsummer, the water table
hits risen and keeps the sod wet. Where wild-
life mmil livestock once watered gt stagnant
pools, they now drink from natuml streams,

To see how all this works, my wife and 1
went on our first beaver Jift high into the pine-
and spruce-clud White Mountains.

State conservation officials hod selected five
pairs of full-grown beavers to establish a new
colony.  The animals weighed 35 to 40 pounds
aplece and measured a little over two and a
hall feet long. Often individunls weigh rather
more—40 to 50 pounds.

Nothing Dull About Beaver Teeth

On one of the creatures Bamey showed us
a bewwver's most important egquipment: four
orange inciers phout an inch long, so prot-
nent that they seem to be his only teeth,
althoueh be does have grinding molars farther
hnck (page 673).

Constant gnawing wears gway the =oft
dentine at the hack of each incisor fuster than
the hard enamel in front, thus keéeping the
teeth sharp and chisel-shaped.

These large front teeth mode my wife wary
of petting the beaver until Bamey put ber
fears to rest,  The animals are usually gentle
townrd humons, he nssured ps, snd even if
handled are likely to use failing ails rather
thun testh in seli-delense.

Barmney dropped’ the emigranis into gunny
aarks well soaked with water.  The bundles
seruirmed crazily at our fleet as the trapper
loaded the piack horses. The luoesely woven
sacks permitted ensy breathing amd resson-
able comfort hut presented o difficult surface
for gnawing teeth.

Bill Slavghter, who operates o cotthe ranch
near the proposed “plant.’’ furnished horses.
pack sacks, and bedrolls for the trip. He had
more than @ casual interest in the project,
since his cattle graze along the trickling rivus
ler that would house the colonistz (page 672).

“In time." said Skughter, T hope these
beavers will turn that trickle into a watering
place for my livestock.”

The lift was not a long one, but difficalt
terriin often slowed our progress.  The trall
at times {ollowed &0-degree slopes and dipped
mto deep gullies.

spread oot beneath us like silver coins on
4 green rug glistened strings of beaver ponds,
stitposts of conservathon.  Aspen groves quiv-

eredd white and preen at the water's edge,
promising many o good meal for our bark-
loving. passengers. _

On the trail each horse carried live beavers.
At intervals Barney halted the pack train to
prour water over the sacks,

“Begvers have a lot of fat onder their
heavy fur, and it’s bard for them to stoy
cool,” explained the trapper, ~Besides, youo've
got to keep a beaver’s hind feet wet.  Other-
wise the webibed tissue between the toes gels
dry and chapped.”

Nioe miles into the mountains. we reached
a tiny stream that crept through aosmall fat.
Stands of nspen and other deciduous growth
cholked the mareins of the mcky stream bed,
Harney's sigh of satisfaction told us that
this was the end of the trail for our 10 pas-

Now Bormeman apphed o e wildlite
psychology.  He and Shughter cut 4 pile of
brush and threw it alongside the stresm,
Then they released the beavers, confused ool
exhnusted from their Tong ride, and the ro-
dents scrambled  for the protection of the
hrush. The shelier would suggest a new
home to them (page 673).

So the colony was off tooa good start.

When we returned a week Iater. the new
settlers had already begun construction; and
stmall saplings lay about as if to be measurel
for cutting,

Forests Bombed with Beavers

The Arizgona game authorities did not
afiginate this idea of “planting” beavers for
conservistion  purposes, A generation  ago
Federal conservation agencies begun trans-
porting beavers from one streidm th another
with benefclal results,  Following this lead.
a number of States experimented with the
idea in the 1930°% and 1940,

Tdoho guve the plan. a new twist in 1948:
its: State Department of Fish and Game liter-
ally bombed the forests with beavers. Trap-
pers caught nuisance beavers; then pilots ex-
periencedl in dropping fire-fighting *“‘smoke
jumpers” into the deep woods went into
action, They pamschuted the animals in
specinlly  constructed  boxes  into  mounbiin
meadows far from civilization and near suit-
able streams, The boxes broke open when
thiey hit. amd the beavers, with nothing in
jured bt theiy dignity, spon started  work
on their own conservation projects.

The beaver, North America’s largest rodent,
swarmed In streams almost everywhere on
the continent when white men brst came. The
colunists were oblivious of the animals virtues
A% A conservationisl, since conervillion was
hardly o problem. then,  But they speedily
diseovered that he was wvalunhle for other
reLsOns,

Woodsmen thought him o wenther prophet
extraardimary.  Medicinally, the settlers cried-
iled him wath fabuloas cores.  Castoreum, 4
secretion of the perineal glands, was an early
American cure-all for every ailment Trom
colic th sciaticn,  One writer enthusinstically
eniforsed the substance for deafness, pleurisy,
and apoplexy, aml asserted that ot would
sirengthen the sight and stop hiccourhs,

Anpther favorite remedy called for pow-
tered beaver teeth to be taken in soup. For
treating epilepsy, A night's dnooze on Castor’s
furry pell. was comsiderad excellent.

This sleek fur coal. so lavishly Lestowed by
Nature, almost caused the: beaver's undomg,
as a look into history discloses,

Beaver fur appears dark te pale brown in
color (page 675). Closér examination shows
that the color is provided by the long, coarse
guurd hairs which cover and protect the short,
dense, and silky underfur for which the skins
are valued, When the beaver comes oul of
the water; it wipes anid combs itself dry with
renrrkable combing ¢laws an the two inner
toes of each hind foor,  This redistributes
the oil and mokes the fur waterproof again,

Pelts Served as Currency

Man quickly found that he, too, could make
good use of this beautiful and practicsl fur.
The demuand for béaver pelts, especially for
export (o FEurdpes hatmakers, sent the trap-
pers. and mountain men ranging across the
continent for in advance of the settlers. More
than anv other animal in North America, the
beaver changed the course of history.

Beaver pelis becaime a widely recopnized
stamfiurd of exchange. In the 1780°s, 12 skins
bought a four-foot gun,  Six furs bought a
terdd Hudson's Bay Company blunket., These
blankets are stlll measured and marked with
reference to beaver pelts: o “3%e.point™ blan-
ket, single-bed size, is 03 large as three big
beaver skins and one small one. In more
recent times the “pomiz" hivve come to be a
symbaol of guality n=well ns a standard of size.

of glittermg s and golden puimeas. were
contributing vauses of the French and Indian
War fought by England and France.

Later, in the 1780's, John Jacol Astor put
a small sum into for commerce, After half a
century he withdrew, 1 milllonaire, anly one
of many whose fortures were founded on
the Tur of the beaver.

The fhckleness of fashion alone saved the
beaver from extermination. About 1540 =ilk
hats moved ahead of Leaver in popularity.
As the demand for Castor's hide fell, so did
the price of pelts, and trappers no longer
found the beaver so profitable a quarry,

MNaoture's Balanee Restored

Gradually Nature's balance was restored,
and the beaver began to gain in numbers
again.  Protective lows were put on the books
wherever the rodent lived.

To anyone who huas studied the animal's
construction works, the trite phrase “busy as
a heaver” is an understmiement.  As a wood-
cutter, hauler, architect, and mason, he has
no four-footed peer.

In many cases the beaver bullds his howse,
or lodge, out in the pond created by his dam.
Chin the proposed site he gathere sticks and
bruzh and forms them into a rough circular
platiorm reaching o few inches above the
wiler's surface.  Stones, bougchs, and shender
poles, generously chinked with muod, form
walls und roof, o cone-shapwd stricture three
or four fest high. FEncircled by water, it f=
in effect 4 crude mosted castle [page 670).

Passageways, made by gnawing and adjust-
ing the sticks, all lead downward, Thus the
beaver has to dive under witer to lenve or
enter his home, but this iz hardly an incon-
venience [or the amphibiows coeature: rather
it & protection from land-bound enenties,

Father and mother rear a family usually
in the same house every year. FEach summer
more mud and sticks ave added antil the Torge
becomes o mansion in proportion, as much
ns seven feet high and 25 to 3§ feet across
at the water level.

| mever tire of watching Castor carry sop-
(ies to repair his home. Clasping a doulle
nrmful of mud, leaves, and grass, and steady-
ing himseli with his enormously u=eful dat
tail, he waddles upright over the incline
the topy of bis mud and stick hut, Using nose
amdd forepaws as trowels, he pushes and pats
the mortar into place.

To protect his home from high waler or

flash floods, this hydraulic expert often bullds
i Hood-diversion dam. When angry water
hits the supplementary dam, it fans out.
losing its force. T have sometimes [ound
three of these loosely knit structures before
coming wpoan the huilder's home dam with
its backed-up water surrounding the lodge.

Beavers living on larger anid swifter waler
courses borrow in the banks. Their tunnels

begin under water, then tom upward © o
hollowed-out nest above the waterline, Air
venits are cimouflaged with briush.  The bank
beaver, once thought to be u different species,
merely exploits his environment.

Thoogh Castor i primarly a nocturond
creature, vou cxn find him abeoad in the doy-
time puttering around his cone-shaped house,
if you have patience.

{hn ane such oceasion T was< Iving in wail
with  telepholo amera, 50 of 60 feet from
the lodge. Presently two brown noses broks

the water and a pair of young beavers, or
kits, clambered onto the brushy toof.

As with all voung creatures, their desire
for play overcume their sense of caution. In
mock battle they charged each other, whack-
ing tails on the mud-covered sticks.  Grasp-
ing with handlike forepaws, they wrestled,
tumbling over and over.  Between half nel-
sons they took time out o seratch themselves.
Then. slipping into the water. they dived
under natural hazards to play tag; now nmd
agnin smacking the water surface in their
exubrance,

Futhers-to-be Tuke Leave

In my [ascination | completely forzot the
camerd. [l was just as well, because the
mother had lumbered out of the water to
wntch her charges. The sound of the shutter
wioulidl surely have alarmed her and szemt all
three scooting for safety.

Mamma studied her youngsiers while sam-
pling « leftover from last night’s dinner,
methodically knifing bark from a lealy aspen
limb. Soon the romping childrén grew tired
and joingd her, Sitting on haunches, they nib-
bled daintily as they held the suceulent bark
in their ty hands;

Beaver kits, normally one to four in a ht-
ter, are bom wiaally during April and May.
During this time the male discovers that his
presence 5 umwelcome and takes o leave of
absence.  The voung. open-eved at Dbirth,
hegin to -accompany their mother into the
water by the secopd or thind week.

Even at an early age they primp for long
perinds, as if preatly concerned over the siate
of their glossy fur., With the specialized
dooble claws on their hind feet they comb
themselves over amd over,

Thus engaged, they =it upright on their tails
but not without much swaving and' tilting.
I have been highly amused witching the little
fellows wash their faces, tending = seriously
to their toilet that they lost bhalance nnd top-
pled  headlong.

Food Stored Adgoimst the Winter

Because beavers do not hibernate, all mem-
birs of the colony work together gatherine
winter food supplies. They weidee short tres
limbe in the muddy bottom. weighting them
down with mud and stones:  This fresh food
lovker can be reached at any time, even
thoueh the pond’s surface freezes over,

I the beuver runs short of fomd, he must
break a hole throueh the ice and look for
o suitable tree. A gnawed aspen stump high
above ground level is evidence of a snowhank
suwhorse and testimony th a long, hard winter.

Imagine thiz Aoundering figure lurching
theowgh snow. tugging his newly cut limb with
hiz teeth. At best he can only waddie lnbori-
ously over the bare gronnd. (nly an emer-
percy would tike him out when the earth is
hutied deep in drifts,

In water, bowever, the beaver i hand to
heat. Nose valves shut automatically . when
he submerges, Owversized lungs permit him
to sty untler somelimes for ns long as 10
of 15 minutes, to the discouragememt of
wolverine, covote, lynx, and hear.

Away from the safety of his pond. the
beaver becomes wary, as we can tell from the
logging trails. he builds. These direct routes.
graded and smoothed, provide Tor quick get-
awnv should danger thresten, and they make
it easy to pull logs (o his wood vard.

Not satisfied with building roadways, Cne-
tor digs canals as well.  His waterways con-
nect one pond with another for social calls
and for Moating logs, 1 the grade i5 level,
he will al tmes excavate a ditch 200 fest
long or even longer,

In the logging area he becomes a gourmet,
choosing only trees with the best bark.

Suddenly all was quiet in the nirrow chiom-
ber. Sound ns well os sight of the upper
world had vanished. The vibriting hum of
the air compressor un the barge above censed
and  was replaced by the steady, birely
auidible hiss of the alr pumped to us.

Inte the Silent, Teeming Denths

suspenided 100 green haze, we were on our
way o the bottom.  Our purpose wis 1o study
At cliose range and 'ty photograph, o color, the
cregtures that live in swarming millions in the
Bay's depths. The expedition was the result
of the pooling of my previous undoersea ex-
perience o the resources and deas of the
National Gesgraphic Society.

With XNational Geographic photographer
Willard R. Culver, T luy on o foam-rubber
mattress and gaged through a Plexiglns win-
dow at the little-known world before us
{page 687).

There had been no hint that Aogust after-
noon of the unifersen hurricane we were ahout
o witness. A daylong calm hod lain over the
waters, nnd, except for o gentle roll coming
i from the Atlantic bevond distant Capes
Charles and Henry, the Bay was like a mirmor,

The vonly visible movement as we descendid
was o gentle gliding motlon, the slow shpping
I of small bubbles and bits of floating mit-
ter. The tide had just twmed and wis
starting in.

We were severn] miles out from shore, just
bevond the oiter end of the long sndy har
that projects into the Chespeake north of
Woli Trap Light. between the mouths of the
Mankatank and York Rivers (map, page 65837,

The bor 15 a favorite resurt of fishermen,

a place where we expected to fnd abundant
maring life—schools of bloehsh and croakers
shiirks, poreies, and sea tront.

On our way down we witehed wave-fooused
shafts of vellow light piercing the lquid foe
i long.  quivering  fingers, wavering  un-
certwmindy and then disappearing. only to be
replaced momentaribe by others. In a few
seconds  they faded softly away, and our
witlow showed uniform green,

About 20 feet down we entered a layver even
denser than the green surface water. Innu-
merable hits of minute spspended matter be.
gan flowing by our window., When we turned
on our Hehts, the particles regembilid <how-
flukes which, inexplicably, had fallen benenth
thir sea. In stemily streams they drifted by
obscuring our vision and restricting oor sieht
o few inches.

We didl not know it then, but in 20 minytes
we were to be in the grip of an underwiter
hurricane, o deep-sea storm the equal of any
blizzard | have seen in the air above.

We landed gently on the bottom ut 33 feet.
A clowd of brownishevellow and erupted he-
fore the window, then slowly settled or drified
away. The BRay fAoor, swept clean of all
growth, Jooked as i it had been scoured by o
giant bhrush,

Deepasea Storm Buffeis Aguascope

The storm began slowly. At first we noticed
that the “smowilukes” were drifting more
swifthv, beginning o twist and eddy more
vialemtly, and that the loose samd wns starting
to move, the smoll grains fivst, then the hiz.
A large black == biss came from somewhere
behind s, slithered with vibrating fins close
o the bottom, nosed along the Iower edge ol
the window, then disappeared. We noted
that 1t was strugeling (o maintnin its course

Soon we siw larger objects  going by
Rolled-up  balls of marine segetation  tom
from It roots, mangled and twisted sponges,
and tults of red and purple dligae went rolling
over and over, bounding like tumblewesd on a
witil-swept prairie.

There were three prerequisites for success:
(1) that the Agumscope personnel be able to
remain o the aea foor for long periods if
nece=s=ary, in reasanahle comfort, breathing ajr
under normal surince pressure, free from cold
and {rom stinging jellvfish, unmolested by
the sweep of currents dned tides; (2) that they
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be able to bring cameras within g few inches
of the hottom. where most of the Bay life
hes its being; and (3) that there be avail-
able under finger-tip control an array of
powerful high-speed lights capable of creat-
ing instantly any desived lighting condition.

The Aguascope resembles a Inrge misshapen
vellow steel lobster (page 686). Its body
and toil accommodate the two observers and
on intricate maze of relays and condensers,
tubes amid switches. (n each side are steel
and Plexiglas “claws.” wivich house a battery
of four hghts. Two additional lighte are
mounted {rem an overhead telescopic “an-
tenna,” which can be extended or retracted
from insile.

The chamber was lowered and raised by
# chain hoist and cable winch operated by
the surface crew on o steel pontoon barge.
A 25-horsepower outhoard motor moved the
barge and the Aguascope it carried.

Compared with most other deep-sea ngs,
the Aguitscope is comfortable.  There i nn
dineer of thehends,” for there i3 no pressure.

Cold is no problem, either. evén in icy bot-
tom currents: instead, we found that excessive
warmth bothered us more and often forced us
to descend clad only in biathing trunks.

Mozt of our dives lasted two to three hours;
one extended nearly five. The time passible
heneath the sea is limited only by the pptience
of the deck crew.

The Aquuscope, of course, has it limitai-
tions, It restricted our depth to 100 feet, but
for our particular work this was not impor-
tant, for ‘we alwoys observed more life and

Indersen Night Life Active

We wished also to be able to study the life
of the Bay after dark., Night beneath the sea
i= a time of grest activity, one that reaches
a double climax in the hours just after sunset
and again just before dawn,

As an aid in focusing our speed lights and
attracting nocturnal forms, we were equipped
alay with n series of small battery-powered
lights that could be brightened br dimmed at
will =0 they would not frighten away light-
wary species.  Many nocturnal animals are
highly sensitive to lght, and we found we
could control the movement of certiin tvpes
by changing light intensity. Some species
cotlld be shuttled back and forth across our
window by alternately brightening or dim-
ming the lamps on either side

In Tact, whole legions of animals have gone
underground ta escape predntors or to hide
antdl trap their prey, and the Bayv's floor is
literally full of holes, The owners, an ausort-
ment of worms, small fshes, and crustaceans,
continually blow out clouds of fine silt, which
give the effect of small voltanoes erupting.

The constant stirring up of suspended =il
anid the settling of micro-material from the
witers ahove make necesary g never-eniding
howse cleaning.  Excepl in swiit chinnels,
everything is sprinkled with fine powder; it
chnes 1o the vegetation, fills holes snd crev-
ices, quickly covers the shells of oysters and
crabs, and smadthers all but the most active
oreamisms.  The slightest movement stirs it
up; bty mimnows create cloods with the ac-
tion of their tals: a walking crab can leave a
trail like skywriting for vards, and an active

Although the Bays waters are somber and
even drabh at times, the subdued tones
heighten, by conteast, the brilliant colors of
same fishes anil of the sponges and algae,

This ‘was particolarly troe of the finger
spomues. which carpeted cortain nreas in fume-
hiedd mnsses. Theyv grew commaonly on soft
bottoms of gray mad, and the delicate trncery
of their vividly colored branches was aceen-
tated amd brought into high relief by their
doll backeronumnds.,

Toadfish Lurk Under Sponges

Finger sponges were the favorite lurking
plices of tosdfish, those grotesgue cremtures
that abound in all parts of the Bay. and
there were few spunges that ddid oot bave
toacks under their bodies (page 688).

Uply to o degree shared by few other
fish. with enormous mouths, rows of needle-
sharp  teeth, and an ossortment of queer
lace lappets and chin barbels, toadhsh are
generally hated by fshermen.  Their bite and
spines can be dangerons, and they show n
savage disposition when hooked.  In addition,
they have no commercial valoe.

But their ugliness masks a surprising effi-
cieney, and their strange appearance aids them
i weepuiring food and avuiding enemies, Toad-
lish v not waste energy purseing prey, but
rest comfortably holl-burnied in the sili, look-
ing like the bottom itself, until some lockless
victim posses clise.

Then their letharey s instantly thrown
aside. There is o sudden snap of 4 vawnming
mouth, and the prev is no more.

Not all of the Chesapeaky is sand and soft
ooge: nor i= the bottam o level plain, In
places long lines of tilted rocks protoade From
the floor and create a strmngely weird land.
seape of jageed hills und valleys. These rocks
are festonned with delicate aleae, highly col-
oted encrusting sponges. amd a fretwork of
lacy brvosoins,  Some =eem to sparkle with
hundreds of small white crystals.  But on
close scruting the cryvstals are seen 1o be not
minetal but the delicate tentacles of small
burrowing worms that inhabit the rocks in
humnedreds.

Beneath the rocks are innumerable cnvities,
and there are ledees and narrow, winding,
shadowy canyons and gollies.  These hidden
places are home for animals which we seldom
saw elwewhere,  Black sea bass had taken
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possission; their gliding forms were always
presenl,

These boss were an intetesting demonstra-
fion of protective colortion. Close to our
windows, their bodies appeared a0 beautifol
gun-metal black, and their eves shone deep,
iridescent blue. This is the way they appear
in open air on the deck of fishing bosts, 5o
proncunced is their bue that no alteration in
color seemed possible: yet we were to Jearn
that a distance of only two or three feet so
altered their appearince that they were nearly
indistinguishuble {rom their surroundings.

As they melted into the background, they
changed from black to a strongly striped mot-
tled brown, then to tan, and finally 1o soft
vellow green. Reflection from a sponge some-
times . causerl their blue eves o photograph
ormEmge (page Gl ),

The ahility to blend into the underseascipe
wis shared by many different fish. Even
thos=e with highly contrasting markings. like
the spdefish we found hving e the rock val-
levs, [aded easily awav and merged into the
preen blunkness (pape 694,

spadefish are beautifiully streambined and
arraved in mixed silver and indescent gold,
with four or fve vivid black sebralike vertical
stripes,  Yel, as they retreated, the stripes
paled guickly to gray, from gray (o green,
and finally to the =oft Tight which is of the
water itself. ‘The reflection of the lhohter
soales  persisted  Jong  after the seemingly
stronger black had disappeare.

Fish That Resemble Goomes

Not gne Chesapenke fisherman in a hunilred
has heard of hormed blennies, much  liss
cunght one; nor would he quite believe what
he had seen if he did.  The hlennies are
among the most remirkable of all the Bay's
lishes and among the most suecessful,  They
are odd-looking in the extreme, and, althdugh
ortdy three or four inches in length, they make
up for their small size by a host of special
abilities and attributes.  The rock  villeys
were their special domain.

A blenny close up looks like nothing so
much as a gnome or trall which bas acquired
fins and taken up an pnderwater existence,
s face iy that of an old man, gnarled  and
wrinkled, with protruding hrow: its eves arne
peculinrly  humiin, and they stare with a
strungely fived look.

The scent of their feasting must have drified
an the tide, for leng alter the last moursel was

Flinmders Lie in Ambush
With the stragelers came the fiest Dounders.

AL surprising speeds they glided in, with fiut-
tering fins a foot or so above the sand, sliding
in long gmceful curves into the crcle of
racliance. Then they suddenly hunked. slowed
slighthy, and dived ot o low angle into the
bottom., When they hit. a small eruption of
aund concealed them for a moment; when it
cleared, they conld hardly be seen, Only their
evies, mounted and swiveled on low turrets,
provided amy hint of their presence; their
bodies blended perfectly wath the bottom.
They were nemesis for smaller fish crowrded
under the lights, and they stationed themselves
where activily was greatest. We saw their
evies follow some imtended victim, watching
and waiting for the nght moment. Then they
wiotld burst from  concedlment, setze their
proey, cirche the lights; and glide in again W
dive into the ground snd wait donce more,
The Chesapeake contains jellviish In sach
incredibile numbers that at times they can bhe
reckoned in the billlons,  AMost of them are
=0 diaphanous and frail a3 1o be barely dis-

tinguishable, and one can swim through theif
packed bodies without being aware of them.
same are poisonous. others harmless.  Some
are exceedingly small, others bie. The lareer
ones may be strikingly colored and may trail
yard-long streamers of stinging tentacles.

Yel, thouch we saw them at times in the
hundreds, we found photographing them one
of our more difficult assisfmments. And for an
unexpected reason.

Jellyfish are supposed to be helpless and to
have little cantrol over their movements, Like
ather plenkton, they drift freelv about as
winds o tides dictate. More than 90 per-
cent waler, their anatomy and sensory organs
are primitive. Only by the slow pulsations
ol their umbrellas or the vibrating action of
minute cilia can they achieve independent
action.  Yel, for all these handicaps, we found
to our surprise that we could never success-
fully and deliberntely approsch them with
the Aquascope.

Creatures of Another World

When we were as far us 20 feet away, the
jellies womehow sensesd our coming amd ma-
negvered themselves out of reach. Only by
hangmg still ns they passed were we able to
obtaln their portrailts (page 0831,

We were o learn that in other wavs, too,
they are not 4o helpless as genernlly thought,
They seem 10 have o rudimentary ability to
band fogether and maintsin nearness o one
another. Almost always they came in groups,
often only a few individuals but at times
many humdreds,

It is-an enthralling and slightlv weird spec-
tacle to witness one of these swiurms benenth
the sea moving en mass¢ with the tides, to see
their fragile pulsing bodies and the yards of
translucent stinging tentacles. More than
any other croatures, they ssem 1o belong to
another warld.

They are part of the bhoundless ocean and
convey the sense and feel of the sea. The sea
s their substance and from the open water
they deaw nourishment and all their neede,

And when in the course of time they have
performed the strange and mysterious func-
tions for which they were desipned apd have
accomplished whatever olscure purpoeses they
were made for, they dissolve und quickly be-
tome sea apain, merse with the ovcein that
gave them hicth, become one with the fowing
ticde that is at once their life, their support.
and the meins of their destruction.

Progpects for a merry Chrisimias took a
Lieight tum when we encountered a hospitable
young "ersinn, Al Khalfan, & merchant from
An, 40 miles to the west, At the Khalfan
home we sat down (o a Christmas dinner table
laded with spicy delicacies—whest chapat

Ohin's.®

The Negroid people of the south have no
stuble povernment, no currency, little com-
merce. o wriling, no wheelsd triansport, {ew
tools.

Bevond the narmow river strip,
however, sirétched the endless blazing desert,
‘We reprovisioned at Shendi on the right
hank, a quiet town of cubical mud dwellings
and shops. Foar out in the desert beyond, we
visited at Naga our first ancient ruins, sev-
eral small temples built 2,000 yvears ago.

Dinner in a Bedomin Hut

Near the antiquities we watched Bedouins
filline their water bags, They drove bantam
thmbeve back and forth to draw up the pre-
cious liguid from u deep well.  Robust, hand-
somme folk they oare. despite austere lives
that are an unending round of tormid davs:
chilling nights, suffocating  sandstorms, and
perpetual thiest,

One old chief invited us to his hut for a
medl, We sat around a common pot, dipping
bread in sour camel’s milk.

Near Kabushiva we stopped to explore the
2 000-year-old ruins of the mnce-great city
of Meroe, ancient southern capital ol Ethi-
opian kings and later of the influential Me-
roitic kinpdom. It was at one time seat of
the proud queens called Condace, one of
whom fought the Romans valorously until
averwhelmed by their armies under Petronius,
about 20 .

Three weeks of rigorous paddling brought
us fo Athara, a lidy town of treefined
streets, bright gardens, and attractive resi-
dences.  Here the Nile receives [rom  the
enst it< last tributary, the Atbara.

At our next major check point, Berber, we
spread sleeping bags on w0 sand bar near the
boat landing, During the evening the wind
grow’ suddenly vialent, By midnight a howl-
mg sandstorm was hlnsting us. Through the
long dark hours the habooh held us captive,
curled up like caterpiilars in our nylon co-
coons:  We kicked and squirmed to keep from
being buried alive by drifting sands.

Wind's Whimsey Complicates Search

By dawn the gale hnd abated. We pre-
pared to paddle to a more sheltered spot,
To our horror we discovered that two of our
kayaks;, André's and mine, with most of our
equipment in them, had been swept away
when the sandy shore they rested on was un-
dermined by pounding waves,

After a 5-hour search we found the boats,
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intact and undamaged. Mystifving was their
location—Andres craft hall a mile upstream,
resting on the west bank. mine a mile down-
stream on the easterpn shore,

Thi riverscapes between Khartoum ind the
Egvptinn border reminded me of the Colo-
rado River country of Utah, Great knobly
masses of colored porphyry, gneiss, and basalt
crowded in upon the Nile. Where the rock
transgressed the river itself, raging cataracts
imperiled ys, Thirty-one of these treacherous
riupids stud the river between Khartoom and
Wadi Halin, subjecting us to nearly 1,000
miles of hazard.

We emerged unscuthed from the boulder-
strewn Fifth Catwract. But in chutes just
south of Abu Hamed, where the Nile besins
its sweeping defour to the southwest, we
ripped hales in the robberized skin of our
kayak=. Tt was a relatively simple job 1o
vulcanize these rents—assuming that one got
the boat to shore!

We were never sure what danger lurlked
around the next bend, Omnce committed to a
rapid, there was no turning bhack, Qur open
cockpits were =0 Jow that water mnearly
swamped us in every turbulent stretch, such
as the steep Fourth Cataract.

Cautiously we threaded the serpentine
Third Cataract where the river is bracketed
by bleak hills of golden and rosy rock.

Ancient Loo n Stone

The chief of Geddi, a tiny village south
of Delgo, escorted us to ancient rock paint-
ings and carvings in the hills above the Nile.
The petrmoglyphs varied widely in age and
subject, the oldest dating possibly from the
tim¢ when the northern Sudan and Egwypt
were less arid and inhabited by animals now
lound only in the south. The solid rock was
etched with crude figures of lions, girafies,
antelopes, and buffaloes.

In the same aren we found names and
writings in Greek, adorned with small crosses
and other symbols, os well as carvings of war-
riors locked in combat, These probably date
from the early Christians in the ares.

A day's paddle from Delgo we stopped to
visit & gold mine operated by the only two
foreigners living between Athara and Wadi
Halla, Paddy Bishop, a lean, 28-vear-nld
Irishman, and Oscar Durham, an Englishman,

When thev did spot us, the villagers dis-
ploved great agitation. Women washing
clothis or filling jars at the water's edge scat-
tered in alarm.  Swirms of men and boys
nmistly paced us along the banks,

But when we paused to photograph griice-
ful feluccas, we were totally unprepared for
the riotous events which followed.

Arntacked hy a Mob

A mob of hystecical fellahin surged to the
Banks. Anticipating trouble, we paddled
away, whereupon the overwrought patives
pelted us with clods of dry mud,

“1 think they don't like us)” André said.

In fear for our lives, we surrendered. Some
members of the crowd, even after our capitu-
fation, kept striking s with sticks and clods
until restrained by their companions.

Upin Janding, we were quickly surrounded
by 300 jostling, spitting, vilifying nntives,
(e passports, which we held up a3 identificn-
tion, were knocked Trom:our hands.

It seemed we might be kilied on the spot.
But at last three gufirs (village policemen)
ecdged their wiay through the throng and, heed-
ing our demands, led us to the dwelling of
the villyge chief. Completely bewildered, this
official ordered his gafirs to Jock us up until
he could get the help of a police lieutenant
fromm & neighbaring town.,

Alomg a dusty alleyway we were hustled
to a dungeon. where for five bours we picked
lice and fleas from our clothing.

The police lieutenant, equally perplexed,
loaded us fnto his pickup truck and drove
to the town of Minuel to refer our case to the
commundant of police:

Fortunately the commandant could speak
English and, as he put it, had “followed the
expedition with envy from the beéginning.”
Apologizing for the attack, which he attrib-
uted to a spy scare, he promised that he would
personelly take steps to protect us from any
further uniriendly demonstrations.

Next onwirming the commandant drove us
back to the canal, informing us on the way
that the five districts aroand Minul comprised
one of the most densely populated regions in
the world, We found two guards watching

over our boats and a subdued citizenry lining
the shores,
As we shoved off, three husky soldiers

warhed in khaki and wearing red tarbooshes,

rifies slung across their backs, nppesred on
the bank, Enth was mounted on a bendzome
Arabian stallion (page 731).

Here was an escort o protect us—compli-
ments of the commandant. They followed us
along the shore, and every jew hours a fresh
trio would take over the job. These alert
patrols watched over uws all the way to the
Mediterranean.

After traveling 5000 miles through the
remote regions of Alrica, virtually unsrmed
and on our own, we fournd it laughable to need
an armei] guard on our passdge through this
civilized portion of the route,

Nine arduous months after embarking on
our “impossible”  expedition we  reached
Rosetta (Rashid), where during flosd season
Nile water pours into the Mediterranean. 1In
times of low water a barrage bholds back the
river for use in frrigation,

We had arrived at the goal that had seemed
at times unattamable.  Each of us had dipped

a million paddle strukes since our start on
the Kager:.
